I am pleased to inform you that the funds collected locally in our 
parishes last year ($34,820) will be used in funding local projects in 
collaboration with our four local Mi’gmaq communities: Elsipogtog 
First Nation, Bouctouche MicMac, Fort Folly First Nation, and Indi-
an Island First Nation. We will work in the coming months to identify 
projects based on the priorities of these communities. In addition, 
we hope to encourage initiatives in the following areas:  

1) Healing and reconciliation, 2) Revitalization of culture and  
language, 3) Education and early childhood development, and 4) Promoting Indigenous spirituality and cul-
ture. 
 
I know that no process can erase the pain of survivors and those who experience intergenerational trauma. 
However, by staying attentive, cultivating trusting relationships, and working collaboratively on joint projects, 
we hope to learn to journey together on the path of truth and healing. 

Special envelopes will be distributed to parishes for this year's collection, which will take place on May 6th 
and 7th, 2023. May the Lord help us in our efforts of reconciliation and rapprochement with our Indigenous
