Often asked Questions About the RCIA

a%» What is the RCIA? The Rite
i of Christian Initiation of

Christian Formation Process Adults is a program de-
signed to help non-Catho-
lics as well as non-practicing Catholics to learn
about Catholicism through a series of weekly clas-
ses, discussions, prayer times and step wise religious
rites. Over the September-April period (2017-2018)
the RCIA program helps participants grow in faith
and knowledge of God, Jesus Christ and His Church
as they consider becoming Catholic. The RCIA in-
volves praying, learning teachings of the Bible and
of the Church, discussing how they apply to our
lives, participating in prayerful religious ceremonies
("Rites") which will be explained beforehand.

If I start next month in September, when might I be-
come a Catholic? Generally, a person joining the
RCIA in September will complete their full initia-
tion into the Catholic Church at the Easter Vigil
(March 30, 2018). This could be longer for those
needing to enter the process of an annulment.

What if T go through the RCIA and choose not to
become Catholic? There is no obligation to become
a Catholic nor will you be pressured to do so. Each
individual’s stages of growth differs; some even take
a few years to learn about Catholicism before decid-
ing to become Catholic; some never feel called to do
so. If a person is unsure whether they want to be-
come Catholic, they are especially welcome to at-
tend RCIA while they deliberate.
