Most of its children 

speak and understand two or more languages, 

including English. In the early 20
th

 Century, the 

Northside was home to newly immigrated Italians, 

Irish and Germans, then in the 1970s and 1980s  

Vietnamese, Laotians, Cambodians and other 

Southeast Asian peoples moved into this sector. 

Currently, African, Middle Eastern, and South 

Central Asian populations have joined the 

Northside neighborhood. 

By the end of the month, my office will have hosted three community information nights- one in the Town of 

Geddes, one in the City of Syracuse and on Feb. 28, one in the Town of Van Buren. Many people attended these 

events and I was able to hear concerns and answer questions with regard to some of the issues we are discussing 

in Albany. During these meetings, we review the 2019 Constituent Survey which was sent to all households in 

the 129
th

 Assembly District. There is still time to add your voice to the results of this survey. We will be 

including all responses in the final survey tabulation until March 8
th

.
