2.75 college GPA.

Class of 2019 (2nd Year) Scholarships—

due date July 15, 2020

Eligibility: student enrolled at an accredited institu-
tion, have earned a minimum 36 college level cred-
its (quarter) or 24 college level credits (semester),
minimum 2.75 college GPA.
