Test Fee: $25 member/$30 non-member
Freestyle: $30 member/$35 non-member (rider must know rules and scoring for freestyle to enter)
Equitation: $15 members/$20 non-member (traditional or Western dressage, indicate W/T or W/T/C when entering)
Office/Arena Use Fee: $20
Entries close one week prior to show date. Horses may withdraw for any reason up until one week prior to the show for no fee. A $25 fee will be charged for cancellations the week prior to the show for withdrawals not accompanied by vet/farrier/doctor notes. 
A horse may do a maximum of four (4) tests (including freestyle and equitation) per show day, regardless of number of riders. 
Year-end Awards: HHSC Membership and 8 volunteer hours to the club required. A rider must do 3 tests within the same level to qualify for year-end awards in that level. There will be no freestyle or equitation awards this year, as it is a new offering. See next page for more information about year-end awards.

	To qualify for year-end awards, a rider must be a member in good standing, have 8 documented volunteer hours with the club, and ride in four tests of the same level which they wish to qualify for year-end awards. Hors Concours (HC) tests, where the rider rides the same test and level a second time in the same day, will not count towards year-end scores. 	Basic Club/Dressage Show Rules



A helmet is required for riders under 18 years old. Safe riding boots are required. Horse and rider are required to be neat and clean, but there are no braiding or clothing requirements. A rider can use a caller for their test. A rider has 45 seconds to enter the arena after the judge rings the bell. If a rider goes off course during the test, the judge will ring the bell, and the rider can restart that movement with a minor penalty. Up to three errors are allowed in a test before elimination. The use of schooling tack or bits will cause the score to be forfeit, and not count to year-end standings. A rider who wishes to school must turn their number upside down for their tests. Cars must park in the front lot, unless a rider is actively working out of a vehicle or requiring disabled parking. If parking a trailer in the upper lot, wait until a rider has completed their test before driving up.
