published stories and photos of  Fr. Tenus performing his du0es as 

pastor of St. Casimir’s parish. 

Recently, Fr. Tenus sent an e-mail message to a group of 

parishioners, rela0ves and friends which he begins by saying: “I am 

wri0ng to you to let you all know that finally I am star0ng my 

beekeeping hobby again. A:er few years break (I le: my bees in 

Poland), slowly I am building new apiary here, on American soil.”   

His message con0nues: “Honey Bees are an animal most of us 

learn about very early on, one way or another. In Summer, many 

people step on Honey Bees and get stung while walking barefoot 

on a lawn. 
“Honey Bees are usually very gentle creatures who mind their 

own business. They are too busy to worry about people or other 

animals. So, if you are visi0ng our cemetery, don't be afraid to go 

to the back and check how they are working. They do not care 

about our presence, but please, do not stand in front of the hives, 

on their flying pathways. Watch them from the side.” 

He concludes his message “And remember, support local 

beekeepers and honeybees. They work hard to bring food to our 

tables.” 

Also in his message, Fr. Tenus included a link to a YouTube 

presenta0on depic0ng the process of crea0ng an apiary on parish 

grounds some distance behind the cemetery. The sound track of 

his voice in the video is in Polish, but it is very interes0ng to view.
