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BY-LAWS 
OF 

RIVERWALK BOHEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, I!IC. 

ARTICLE I 
DEFINITIONS 

A. ''Association" shall mean and refer to RIVERWALK HOME-
OIINERS ASSOCIATION, INC., a non-profit corporation organized ahd· 
existing under the laws of the state of Florida. 

B. "The Properties• shall mean and refe~ to The Properties 
as defined in the Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions for 
RIVERWALK (the QDeclaration") recorded o~ to. be recorded among the 
Public Records cf Palm Beaah County, Florida. 

C.. ~·unit" shall mean and refer to anv residential townhouse 
Unit located in any townhouse building within The Properties or 
any portion thereof. 

D. 11 0Wner• shall mean and refer to the record owner, 
whe~her one or mo~e persons or entities, of the fee simple title 
to any Unit. 

. E. "Member" shall mean and refer to all those Owners who 
a.r:e Membez:-s of the Association as provided in Article IVA., of· the 
Articles of Inco~pa,ation of the Association. 

F ~ dOeveloper" shall mean and refer to RIVER TRA!LS, t.TD., 
a Flo~ida limited partnership, its successors and assigns. 

G. Each defined term used herein which is de fined i11 the 
Declaration shall have the same meaning or definitfon when tJSed 
herein as the m~~ning or definition ascribed thereto !n the 
Declaration .. 

.ARTICLE II 
~OCATION 

The initial principal office of the ASsociation shall be 
located at 201 Ocean Trail Way, Jupiter, Florida 33458. The 
principal office may be moved from time to time by the Board of 
Directors, in their sole discretion. 

ARTIC~E II! 
MEMil!:RSHIP 

A.. Membership of the Asso~iation is as set fot"th in Article 
IVA., of the Articles of Incorporation of the Association. 

B. The rignts of Membership are subject to tne payment of 
annllal and special assessments levied by the Association. The 
obligation for such assessments is imposed against each Owner of 
the Unit against which such assessments are made, and such assess­
ments become a lien upon the Unit against Which the same are 
a•sossed as provided in Article V of the Declaration. 

AR'riCLE IV 
BOARD m· DIRECTORS 

A. The Directors of the Association shall be elected at the 
·annual meeting of the Members as specified in the Ar.tl-cles of 
Incoq:>oration. Except as otherwise p<ovided in the Articles of 
Incorporation of the Association, the election of each Director 
shall be separate and shall require a plurality of the votes of 



those persons voting in each election. There shall be no cumula­
tive voting. 

B. Any Director .utay be removed from office at any time wit.h 
or without cause by the affirmative majority vote of the Associa­
tion Member~hip, except that the Directors elected or designated 
by th" Class 8 Member may be removed only by the Class ·a Member· 
and except that the Directors nrunEd in tha Articles of Incorpora­
tion may be removed only by the Class B Member. 

c. The first meeting of a newly elected ~oard of Directors, 
for the purpose of organization, shall be held immediately after 
the annual meeting of Membe~s, provided the majority of the 
Members of the Boa~d elected be present. Any action taken at such 
meeting shall be by a majority of the whole Board. If the major­
ity of the Members of the Board elected shall not be present at 
that time, or if the Directors shall fail to elect officers, the 
meeting of the Board to elect officers shall t·hen be held within 
thirty (30) days after the annual mee'tin<; of Members upon at least 
three (3) days' not. ice in writing to each 1'>\ember of the Boatd 
elected, stating the time, place and object of such meeting. 

D. Regular meetings of the Board of Directors may be held 
at any place or places within Palm Beach County, Florida, an such 
days and at such hours as the Board of Directors may, by resolu­
tion~ designate. 

E. No notice shall be ~equired to be given of any regular 
meeting of the Board of Directors. 

F. Sl?ecial meetings of the Board of Cirectot"s may be called 
at any time by the President or by any two (2) Members of the 
Board and may be held at any place or places within Palm Beach 
Coun t.y 1 ~lor ida. 

G. Notice of each special meeting of the Board of Direc-
tors1 stating the time, place and purpose or purposes thereof, 
shall be given by or on behalf of the ~resident or by or on behalf 
of the Secretary or by or on behalf of any two (2) Members of the 
Board to each 14ember of the Soard not less than three (3) days by 
mail or one (1) day by telephone or telegraph. Special meetings 
of the aoard may also be held at any place and time without notice 
by unanimous waiver of notice by all the Directors. The Board of 
Directors may act by unanimous wt'itten consent in lieu of a meet­
ing. 

1\RTICt:.B V 
OFFICERS 

A. The officers of the Association shall consist of·a 
President, a Vice President, a Secretary _and a Treasurerf each of 
wham shall be elected by the Board of Directors. Such other offi­
cers ana assistant officers and agents as may be deemed necessary 
may be elected or appointed oy the Board of Directors from time to 
time. Any two (2) or more offices may be held by the same person 
provided, however, that neither the offices of President and Vice 
President nor the offices of President and Secretary shall be held 
by the same person. Any officer may be removed at any tiine by the 
affirmati.ve vote of a majority of the Board of Directo<s at any 
duly called regular or special mee~ing of the Board. 

·B. 'l'he Pre-siden~ shall be the chief executive officer of 
the Association. The President shall preside at all meetings cf 
the Members of the Association and of the Boa:d of Direetorsa He 
"llhall have the general powers and dUties of super"vi5i0n and 
management of the Association which usually pertain to his office, 
and shall perform all such duties as are properly required of him 
by the Board of Directors. T~e Board of Directors shall elect one 
Vice President, who shall generally assist the President and who 



shall have such other aowers and oecform such other duties as 
usually pertain to su~h office or-as are properly required of him 
by the" Bo1u:d of Directors. In the absence or disability of the 
President the Vice President shall perform duties and exercise the 
powers of the President. 

c_ The Secretary shall issue notices of all rneetin~s of the 
Membership of the Association and the Directors where notice of 
such meetings are required by law or in these By-Laws. He shall 
keep the minutes of the meetings of the Membership and of the 
Board of Directors. !£ the Board of Directors elects or appoints 
one or more assistant secretaries, such assistan~ secretaries 
shall, in the absence or disability of the Secretary, perfo~m the 
duties of the Secretary in such order as shall be determined b¥ 
the Board of Directors. 

D. The Treasurer shall have the ca~e and custody of all the 
monies and securities of the Association. Be shall enter on the 
books of the Association, to be kept by him for that purpose, full 
and accu~ate accounts of all monies received by him and paid by 
him en account of the Association. He shall sign such· instrwnents 
as require his signature and shall perform all such dut~es as 
usually pertain to his office or as are properly required of him 
by the Board of Directors- In the event the Association enters 
into a management agreement. 1 ·the duties and functions of the Trea­
surer may be delegated to the managing agent to the extent such 
delegation is determined to be appropriate by the Board of Direc­
tors,.

ARTICLe VI 
MEETINGS OF »EMBERS 

A. The regular annual meeting of the Members shall be held 
in the month of February in each year beginning in 1985 a~ sucb 
time and place as shall be detuminecl by the Board of Directors, 
except that the Beard of Directors shall have the right to change 
the date of regular annual meetings from time to time. 

ll. Special meetings of the MeMbers for any purpose may be 
called at any time by the President or the Vice Presidenc. In 
addition, a special meeting of the Members shall be called as 
directed by resolution of the Soarcl of Directocs or upon the writ­
ten request of the Members who bave the right to vote one-third 
{1/3) of the votes of the. Class A Membership, except that a spe­
cial meeting of the Members tc recall or remove a Membec of the 
Board of Directors (other than a Director electecl or designated by 
the Class B Member) shall be callecl either as directed by resolu­
t.icn of the Board of Directors or upan the written request of the 
Members who have .the right to vote one-t'¥Jth (1/10) of all the 
votes of the entire ~embership or who have the 'ight to vote one­
tenth (1/10) of the votes of the Class A Men~ership. 

c_ Notice may be given to the Member either personally, or 
by sending a copy of the notice through the mail, postage thereon 
fully paid, to his address appearing on the records of the Associ­
ation. Each Member shall register his address with the Secretacy, 
and notices of meetings shall be mailed to him at such address. 
Notice of any meeting, regular or special, shall be mailed or par­
sonally delivered at least fourteen (14) but not more than forty 
{40) days in advance o£ the meeting and shall set forth the gen­
eral natu~e of the business to be transacted. 
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D. The presence at the meeting of the Members entitled to 
cast thirty percent (30%) of the votes shall constitute a quorum 
far any action governed by these By-Laws. If a quorum is present, 
the vote of a majority of the Members who are present Or repre­
sented at the meeting and entitled to vote on the subject matter 
shall be the act of the Membership unless otherwise prQvided by 
law or by the Articles of Incorporation of the Association. 

E. If at any.meeting of the Membership there shall be less 
than a quorum present, ~he majority of those present may adjourn 
the meeting from time to time unt.il a 4uoruni is present.. Any bus-. 
iness which might have been transacted at a meeting when original­
ly called may Pe tr~nsacted at any adjournment thereof. In the 
case of the adjournment of a meeting~ no notice to the Members of 
such adjou~nment shall be required other than announcement at the 
meeting of the time and pla~e of tbe adjourned meeting. 

F. ·voting rights of Members shall be as· state<:l in the Arti­
cles of Incorporation of the Association. Such votes may be cast 
in person or ,by proxy. "Proxy•• is defined to mean an inst.ru1nent 
containing the appointment of a person who is appointed by a Mem­
ber to vote for him and in his place and stead. Proxies shall be 
in writing and shall· be valid only far the particular meeting des­
ignated therein and any adjou~nment thereof if so stated. A proxy 
must be filed with the Secretary before the appointed time of the 
meeting in order to be effective. Any proxy may be revoked prior 
to the time a vote is cast pursuant to such proxy. 

G. At any time prior to a vote upon any matter at a meeting 
of the Membership, any Member may ~equest the use of a secret 
written ballot for the voting thereon and require the use of such 
secr.e:t written ballot. In the event such secret written ballot is 
used, the chairman of the meeting shall call for nominations and 
the election of inspectors of election to collect and. tally such 
secret writte~ ballots upon the completion of the bQlloting. 

a. Roberts Rules of Order (latest edition) shall govern the 
conduct of all meetings of the lo!embeL:"s of the Association when not 
in conflict with the Declatation, the Articles of Incorporation of 
the Association, the By-taws of the A.ssociat:.ion or- the Statutes of 
·FlOE:" ida. 

ARriCLE VII 
BOOKS AND·RECORDS 

The books and records o.f the Association shall, 'during r-ea­
sonable business houts, be available ~~ the office of the Associa­
tion for- the inspection of any M~mbe' of the Association upon at 
least seven {7) days prior written request 9iven by such He.nbet to 
t.he Association .. 

I>RTICLE VIII 
FISCAL MATTERS 

A~ The fiscal year of the Association shall begin on the 
first day of January and end on the last day of December qf each 
year, provideO, hoWever, t~at the Board of Dir:ctors shall b7 
authorized to change the f1scal year at such tlme and from t1me to 
time as the Board of Directors shall deem it ad'lisable. 

B. The funds of the Association shall be deposited in one 
or more savings and loan associations or banks in Palm Beacn 
County, Florida under resolutions duly approved by the Board ot 
Directors, and shall be withd~awn only over the signature(a)_cf 
the office~(s} authorized to withdrawn funds by such resolutlons~ 

c. The Association shall maintain boolcs and recot"ds accord~ 
ing to good accounting practice, which books and records shall be 
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opened to inspeqtion by Members as provided in Article VII here-· 
of. 

D. The Soard of Directors shall present at each annual 
meeting, a full and clear statement o£ the business and condition 
of the Association. 

E. The Board of Directors shali without the approval of the 
M:embers, promulgate such Rules and Regulations to govern the 
operations of the RIVERWALK Project as it deems reasonable from 
tilue to time. The first such Rules and Regulations are a~tached 
as Exhibit 1 to the By-Laws. 

l\RTICLE IX 
AMENDMENTS1 CONFLICTS 

A. Subject to the provisions of Paragraph B. hereof, these 
By-Laws may be amended at any regular or special meeting of the 
-Members, by the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the Mem­

. bers present in person or by proxy. The notice of such meeting 
shall expressly ·state that such amendment will be considered at 
the meeting.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained 

1. Until tbe Developer has completed, sold and convey-
ed all of the Units to be constructed within The 'Prol?erties, these 
By-Laws may be amended by the affirmative vote or consent of the 
Boa~d of Directors; 

2. No amendment to these By-Laws shall be made which 
·conflicts with the Declaration or the Articles of Incorporation of 
the Association; and 

3. No amendment to these By-Laws shall be made withoLlt 
tbe written consent o£ the Developer for so long as the Developer 
is the owner of any Unit. 

c. A copy of each amendment of these By-Laws shall b~ 
recorded a.nong the Public Recot"ds of Palm Beach County, Florida. 

D. In case of any conflict between the A~ticles of Incorpo-
ration of the Association and these By-Laws, the ~ticles of In­
corporation shall govern and contcol. In case of any conflict 
between the Declaration and these By-Laws, the Declacation shall 
govern and control.
