Historically, fire departments have asked volunteers to cross train as both a firefighter/EMT. At Asotin 
County Fire District #1, volunteers can still cross train for both, or train just to be a firefighter or an EMT. 
The fire district also offers an opportunity to train for its Marine River Rescue Division, which is the only 
one of its kind in the region.
