An excellent resource that covers the hows and whys of storytelling and also includes a chapter on story dramatization and lots of activities to use when teaching children storytelling.
Danoff, Susan. The Golden Thread; Storytelling in Teaching and Learning. Storytelling Arts Press, 2005.


An eloquent resource that covers storytelling and the classroom culture and teacher-student relationships, the imagination, and literacy, along with advice on how to become a storyteller. Danoff includes six stories, three folktales and three original works that illustrate her points.
