Week 23 – 4th September 2019
Singles League
The final scheduled fixture week for the Singles League saw titles and relegations settled.  
The Premier League title is in the balance as Matt Pinel win over Alice Ibitson means he just needs to win his final match, a catch up against Brian Harris to pip Andrew Bellamy-Burt to the title on point’s difference.  Will he do it?
Andrew is guaranteed at least a top two, with Geoffroy taking third place following a win over Alex Stewart.

Toby Northern needed to beat Matt Buesnel to prevent dropping a several places with Matt and Ross able to jump above him, unfortunately despite winning the first match a bit of bad luck in the second game with a bizarre ricochet giving Matt 3 points helped him get a draw.
Ross Played Richard Williams who needed to beat Ross and Neil Selby in a catch up match to avoid the drop in his first season in the top flight.  With Ross leading all the way in the first game despite giving Richard his first three points, Ross only just winning 13 – 12, but a much more comfortable result in the second for the win.
Neil Selby needed a win over Brian and Richard to avoid possible relegation in two relegation double headers with a least one of these three likely to go down.  Neil though lost to Brian whose shooting was on top form, this ensured Brian’s safety.  Neil though did beat Richard in the catch up match which ensured his safety whilst relegating Richard after just one season in the top flight.
Another relegation double header was Laurent v Keith, with Laurent needing to win to give himself a chance of staying up with Keith still having a catch up match v Matt Buesnel scheduled for the 22nd September (last day of the season!).  Laurent did his part with a good win, however if Keith Beats Matt Buesnel he will stay up with the better points difference so a nervous wait for Laurent.
In Division 1, Callum Stewart just needed to beat David Ibitson to win the Division 1 title with Matt Ryan, Paul Le Moine and Joey Le Clech all still able to win the title.

Callum did just that, making it look easy as he also finished the season undefeated and therefore returns to the Premier League at the first time of asking.
Matt Ryan played Paul Bell who despite having a 6 point deduction could still have survived relegation with a win over Matt.  Paul did win the first game ending Matt’s title hopes, but he did recover to get the draw to finish Runner Up.  This combined with Harrison’s result below meant Paul was relegated.
Paul Le Moine played another relegation candidate in Harrison Marie.  With Joey playing Brigitte Ibitson.

On one end in the match between Paul and Harrison it when it was tied at 11 – 11, Harrison put his second boule on the coche but Paul fired it, but the coche stayed in (Just! At 13 metres) and Harrison was holding 2.  Paul placed a great shot to within a few inches of the coche only to see Harrison produce a great fire at 13 metres to take two points and the first game.  This ended Paul’s hopes of promotion despite him winning the second game.
Cassie Stewart played Matt Hutchings with both players needing a win to stay up but a big defeat means Cassie will drop into the bottom division.

Jake Romeril win over already relegated James Rondel wasn’t enough for the experienced player to get promotion to the Premier League in a disappointing season for Jake.
Division 2 had already been won by Andrew Limbrick with Natasha Romeril finishing second.  Third place though was up for grabs with Jean Stewart, Brendan Jones and James Villalard all hoping to get that final spot.

The big match was therefore Jean v James, if Jean drew she would be promoted, if James won he would go up difference.  The first game though was won comfortably by Jean 13 – 5 so although James won the second 13 – 12 Jean takes that final spot swapping places with her daughter Cassie.
At the other end of the table Luke Canavan’s match v Stephen Stoneman was postponed but will decide a relegation place or two as both need to win to avoid the drop.

With Mo De Gruchy and Daniel Villalard having already their match meant Brandon De La Haye knew a win against Doubles League teammate Tim Jackson would see him safe and in fact move him above Tim, so more than just bragging rights was up for grabs in this match.  However Tim proved the stronger player this season winning the match as Brandon ended in the bottom three.
