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As I write Septembers pastor’s Corner I am thinking about our brothers and sisters in Afghanistan and the people of Afghanistan in general. With pictures of a chaotic withdrawal repeatedly being shown and what looks like a hopeless situation for some there are pictures of “living stones” people who fulfill Ephesians 2: 21-22, In him the whole building is joined together and rises to become a holy temple in the Lord.  And in him you too are being built together to become a dwelling in which God lives by his Spirit. Let me show you what I mean.
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In the first picture on the left, I present to you a young soldier who has taken God’s instruction to Joshua to heart he has personalized the scripture and responds to God’s instructions to Joshua by writing on his helmet his response to God. In the middle picture, I present to you a young paratrooper from 2nd Para of the British Army, in the midst of the chaos he is this baby girls’ protector, The fulfillment of Gods promise in Hebrews 13:5b, “Never will I leave you; never will I forsake you.” In the picture on the right, I present a soldier giving a young boy a drink of water fulfilling Christs words in Matthew 10:42, And if anyone gives even a cup of cold water to one of these little ones who is my disciple, truly I tell you, that person will certainly not lose their reward.” I asked this question Sunday August 22nd, How might our lives be different if we remember every day that we are God’s presence – a “living stone” in God’s temple-wherever we are and to everyone we are with. Look at these pictures again and see what it means to be the very presence of God a “living stone” in God’s spiritual temple even in the midst of chaos.

Can You Hear Me?

Only the Lord!” (Deut 6:4 CEB)  The Gospels of Matthew, Mark and Luke record that when Jesus was identified as God’s beloved Son, God also said, “Listen to Him.”


	In times of stress and change- it is hard to listen. But, we must never forget the enduring power of listening well.
