   You may not be aware but I had a 1960 Thunderbird in the mid 70s and held on to her until a couple of 
years ago. Had a lot of fun in that car but the years were rough on her so I decided to get another. To that 
end I joined NJORTC because someone said they were very active. Turned out to be a better idea than I 
thought because I was able to get my wife on board with buying another T-Bird after introducing her and 
getting her involved with the club. Believe me I brought a lot of cars home over the years and had to hear it 
as she just didn't get it! Big win! 
   In joining NJORTC my choice was narrowed to the first generation. A lot of good choices in this category. 
I finally decided to go for an "E" Bird. Had some slip away, so when this one came along I acted quickly. I 
called the owner from my hotel room while on a weekend vacation and struck a deal.

Hi Paul,  

I had asked Brian Carron (CTCI President) If there was an update on the ballots for the Bylaw change;  I received the 

following response - in addition, there was some confusion with regard to the Touring Judging on the registration form 

which he clarified as follows:    Donna 

Quote:  Re: ByLaw Voting.  Paper ballots, for those that have opted not to provide an email address to the CTCI Office are sent 

on our about 5/26. E-Ballots will be released on or about 6/9. All Ballots are due back to the Office on 6/22. 
 
Re: Touring:   This topic has been reviewed by the Concours Chairman/Committee. 
The Bottom Line: For this convention, the Tour/points requirement for the Touring Class has been waived.  We still have tours 
planned but no points will be awarded. 
 
Details behind the decision:  a. For a variety of issues, the bonus for taking, or penalty for not taking, a tour for the Touring Class 
is not an appropriate requirement for this convention.  In reality, it probably should not be required for any convention.  
b. When the Touring Class was established a few years back, it was decided to include an enticement to have more cars take a 
"tour" after the Concours to show off the cars to the local public.  We have had some discussions at various conventions about 
whether it makes sense to continue this "tour requirement" since there is no need to prove that the cars are driven as that is a 
requirement for entering the Touring Class.  At various conventions the length of the "tour" and traffic conditions in the area have 
made the "tour" a burden.  c. For the Florida Convention, in particular, having a tour on Saturday, or any other day after the 
Concours judging is adding needless requirements on the owners who may not want to (or can afford to) stay the extra days. 
 Also, using a tour on Saturday to satisfy the current scoring requirement, means that the winners for the Touring Class will not 
be finalized until Saturday afternoon, complicating the trophy preparation.  Additionally, certain tours do not provide parking to 
accept a large number of driven cars. 
 
In conclusion, when the Convention Guidelines are reviewed again this issue among others will be re-visited. Unquote
