We did receive a bill for the trailer tabs, due the end of February, we will discuss later. Carolyn said that the MN Sales tax was due Feb 5th, she submitted on January 21, 2026. Mudslingers did receive an email from Noah Insurance on the Club insurance. Carolyn also mentioned that in March is Election of Officers, she will be stepping down from treasurer so keep that in mind for the election. April we will have the campground rent and the GoDaddy yearly Domain Fee.
Charles Portz made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report and Steve Ueland seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.
	
Old Business:
Clothing: Whitney brought her clothing she and Mike did and Char has the clothing from Nancy.  We will settle up tonight, the club will pay Whitney and Nancy’s bills and members can pay the club.

 Dolly Parton Imagination Library:  Carolyn said that since we haven’t seen a bill and they know that the agreement was that they would send out a bill every year, for now we will just ignore unless we see a bill. LeeAnn Sorenson said they haven’t been sending out the books right now either.

Tabs for Trailer:  Carolyn said that we did receive the bill in the mail for the trailer tabs.  Glen mentioned if it would be worth it to do a lifetime tab on the trailer.  It was discussed that the lifetime tab has a weight limit, Glen thought 3,000lbs.  Doug Slininger made a motion for Carolyn Visser to purchase a lifetime tab for the trailer if the bill will be under $150.  Perry Sorenson seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.

Bridge repair though GIA Program:  Brenda said that she did send out numerous emails to numerous people about the bridges repairs on the Agassiz Recreational Trail.  She was told through emails that we should use the GIA Form 1 Trail Maintenance Application rather than the GIA Form 3 Capital Improvement as this work is more a maintenance issue.  Steve Ueland met with Brenda about the bridge repairs and it was decided to try to submit for just one bridge repair this year and see how funding goes.  Brenda did fill out the GIA Form 1 Trail Maintenance Application and then submitted to Keith for his approval and to submit to the state.  Keith replied that everything looked good and he signed it and it was submitted to the state. 
The Spring Opening Funds is for $1,777.50. 
The request is for Liability Insurance for $1,500.00, and Maintenance for $43,000.00 ($20,000.00 for trail maintenance (both Norman County and Mudslingers) and $23,000.00 for Bridge Repairs) for a total request of $44,500.00 ($40,050.00 at 90% rate).
The total grant request is the $40,050.00 (90% rate) plus the Spring Opening fund of $1,777.50 for a total grant request of $41,827.50.

New Business:

Spring Youth ATV Safety Training Class:  Glen asked when we want to do the spring Youth ATV Safety Training Class this year.  Charles Portz made a motion to set the Spring Youth ATV Safety Training Class this year for Saturday April 25th at 10am at the Ada Fire Hall. Casey Slininger seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.

Sponsorship for ATV Big Air Show being held on Saturday of the Norman County Fair: Glen was approached by the Norman County Fair board who is looking for sponsorship for a ATV Big Air Show that is being held on Saturday of the fair.  ATV’s and dirt bikes will be participating in this event.  Carolyn Visser made a motion to do a sponsorship to the Norman County Fairboard for the Big Air Show for $500.00 and Casey Slininger seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.

Club Insurance: Discussion was had that the club insurance is due, the quote is for $1,596.09 without terriorism and $1,750.65 with terriorism coverage.  Perry Sorenson made a motion to pay Noah Insurance for $1,596.09 for the club insurance without the Terriorism coverage and Doug Slininger seconded.  A vote was held and the ayes have it and the motion is carried.

Future clothing orders:  Char said that in the future she is going to make up an order sheet when we place a big order again, this last order was a struggle reading everyone’s writing and what they wanted and sizes. Nancy does have a website and our logo is saved on her file so members can purchase clothing through the website also.
