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GARDEN OR UTILITY SHEDS
A shed of any name is considered an accessory structure in the code of ordinances and therefore falls into Section 13.7 and DOES require a building permit.

Placement of a shed in any residential district shall not occupy any portion of the required front yard or occupy in the aggregate more than fifteen percent (15%) of the required rear yard. 

A shed shall not be nearer than ten (10) feet to the principal structure unless the applicable building code in regard to one hour fire-resistive construction are complied with.

A shed may be established in the rear or side yard but it shall not be nearer than three (3) feet to any side or rear lot line. Side Note: If you have a drainage easement, your setbacks may be different. 

Please apply for your permit by going to the Village website – Licenses/Permits, General Building Permit. 

Construction started without a permit will double the fee and possibly add to your property tax assessment.

        YARD WASTE RECYCLING SITE
Open to Village residents only. Grass, leaves, brush and small diameter clean wood permitted. All other items prohibited per Village Code 11.14. Site is under 24-hour video surveillance. Violations are subject to a fine of up to $252.00.

ANIMAL ORDINANCES
    Section 7.02 of the Village Code requires all dogs residing in the Village to be licensed with the Village. 
    Section 7.06(b) of the Village Code prohibits animals from running at large in the Village. 
    Section 7.09(a) of the Village Code prohibits owners from allowing their pets to defecate on another’s property unless it is immediately removed by pet owner.
    Poynette Police will be ticketing for non-compliance.
