ENTRIES: All entries will be $20 per entry and made online through the website. Entries open
February 13" and close March 4. No entries the day of show.

NO FIT RULE: Grooming products will be allowed with the exception of any paint or adhesives.

SHOWMANSHIP: Fee to participate is $5 cash to be paid upon entry of show ring, winner take all.

SHOW DAY: Check-In will be 8:30 to 9:30a.m, show will begin at 10:00a.m.

Commercial Heifers

1. Only commercial and crossbred females may be exhibited in this show. No registration
certificate is required.

2. All heifers in these classes must be the type, quality, and finish to be creditable to
the livestock show.

3. Any changes in classification or weights must be done on the scales as heifers are weighed.

2. ALL goats must have a Premise Ear ID Tag following rules of the Arkansas Livestock & Poultry

Commission.

Does will be weighed and broken into classes by weight.

Any breed of goat or cross may be shown.

Market goats may be horned, but horns must be tipped.

Minimum weight is 40 Ibs. with no maximum weight.

May not have more than four permanent teeth.

Goats may be horned, but must be tipped.

Market Lamb

Ewes shown in Market Show are not eligible to be shown in the Breeding or Wether Dam
Shows.NO REFUNDS.

Market lambs must be entered by scrapie tag and have tags in one ear.

Market Lambs will be weighed and broken into classes to be determined by Show Chairman.
All market lambs will be shown slick shorn. Wool longer than 1/4 inch will not be allowed.

No ram lamb will be shown in this show.

Limit of three entries per exhibitor.

wearing the association ear tag.

Individuals in lamb classes must have lamb teeth and be born after September 2025. Yearlings
may have four permanent teeth.

No ram lamb will be shown in this show.

All lambs must have lamb teeth, no permanent teeth showing.
