Bloomfield Police Department

Monthly Report for April 2016
This is the monthly report for the Month of April 2016 from the Bloomfield Police Department.  It is the police department’s goal to keep the citizens of Bloomfield Township/Village informed as to the police department’s activities, statistics, and community projects.  It is very important that the citizens be aware of the various concerns that have and are occurring within our community.

On Sunday, April 3, 2016 at approximately 7:07pm officers executed a traffic stop on Hwy 12 for a speeding violation.  At the conclusion of the traffic stop a 41-year-old female was issued a citation for 96mph in a posted 70mph zone.

On Saturday, April 9, 2016 at approximately 12:35am officers stopped to check on an occupied vehicle parked in the parking lot of the Upper Crust after it had closed for the night.  At the conclusion of the investigation a 22-year-old male subject was arrested for possession of marijuana.
On Saturday, April 16, 2016 at approximately 5:53pm officers executed a traffic stop on Hwy 12 for a speeding violation.  At the conclusion of the traffic stop a 44-year-old male was issued a citation for 100mph in a posted 70mph zone.

On Saturday, April 23, 2016 at approximately 4:43pm officers executed a traffic stop on Hwy 120 in the area of Bloomfield Road.  At the conclusion of the of the traffic stop a 31-year-old female driver was issued a citation for 86mph in a posted 45mph zone.
On Tuesday, April 26, 2016 at approximately 11:40pm officers stopped to check on an occupied vehicle parked in the parking lot of the Pell Lake Mobil after it had closed for the night.   At the conclusion of the investigation a 17-year-old male was issued a citation for a curfew violation and a 16-year-old male was issued citations for curfew and possession of drug paraphernalia.
During the month of April 2015 officers from the Bloomfield Police Department affected 5 arrests for warrants issued by the Bloomfield Municipal Court satisfying approximately $701.00 in outstanding forfeitures.
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During the month of April 2016 the Bloomfield Police Department responded to 998 calls for service compared to 799 calls for service during the month of April 2015.  During the month of April 2016 the police department affected 86 arrests for various violations of Bloomfield Municipal Ordinances and Wisconsin State Statutes compared to 102 arrests during the month of April 2015.
