Introduction to Firearms Required and Recommended Equipment List 

 

Required Equipment: 

o Clothing appropriate to the weather and environment. Check weather reports before 
departing.  

o Comfortable shoes suitable for outdoor events. 
o Note-taking materials. 
o Water bottle or container (1 Quart minimum). 

If Participating in or Watching Live-Fire Events: 

o ANSI Z87 rated eye protection with clear and dark lenses. 
o Ear protection (preferably electronic). Ear plugs will be provided on an as-needed 

basis. 
o Hat with brim. 

If Participating in Live-Fire Events: 

o Choice of personal defensive firearms (check https://www.tsa.gov/travel/transporting-
firearms-and-ammunition for federal regulations for transporting firearms on aircraft). 

o Rifle (recommended magazine capacity >20rnds). 
o Pistol (recommended magazine capacity >6rnds for shooting exercises) 
o Shotgun (recommended capacity >5rnds). 

o Equipment for your preferred carry method. 
o Ammunition: 

o 100 Rounds for your preferred firearm 

o Quality holster for handgun work. 
o Blackhawk SERPA, Uncle Mikes, or Fobus holsters are NOT allowed. 
o The holster must securely retain the weapon and completely cover the trigger 

guard. 

Recommended Equipment: 

o Small First-Aid kit. 
o Handheld flashlight. 
o Snacks. 
o A good attitude and an open mind. 

Notes: 

For introductory shooting classes firearms can be available upon request. Ammunition for 
common calibers will also be for sale during the course. 
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
