Minutes of Parish Council Meeting 4th September 2014

These were approved and signed.

The ditches on Sydenham Road between Windmill Cottage and Slade Farm
have been dug out as far as possible whilst the road closure was in place.
There is a major gas main to be avoided, which can be done by digging the
ditch further into the hedge once the hedge itself has been cut back. This work
has been authorised by the landowner and can be carried out with the road re-
opened. The ditch will then be better able to deal with the stream from Kingston
Blount.

The pumping station construction continues to progress, and a blockage has
been discovered in the main pipe under one of the Emmington fields which
Thames Water / Clancy Docwra are to investigate.

The Unmetered supplies department have issued a supply certificate containing

details of the MPAN and the energy consumption for the kiosk. These details

have then been provided to the supplier of choice (SSE) to request that an

account be opened in the name of the parish council.

An electricity confirmation contract has been issued - this was signed and will be

returned. The estimated cost for a 12 month contract period is £35.20. HM

The annual inspection was carried out in July.

The posts for replacement are the main swing uprights, some of obstacle course

and parts of the A-frame. PS/RH
The adventure trail has been identified as the next piece of equipment that would

need replacement. A couple of different pieces of apparatus to be priced, which

will appeal to a wide range of ages. Opinion/preference can then be sought from RB
the village.

Thames Water have kindly donated two road closed signs for the village to use
in case of emergency. Final storage places to be agreed - permission to be

sought from landowners at either end of the village. RB
Evacuation plans are being drawn up for different scenarios, and a list of people

with key skills is being compiled. JP
The emergency planning survey from OCC to be completed. RB

The Plan will be in place before end of October, and can presented at November
meeting. An article to go in the newsletter, and can include a reminder that
residents will be responsible for sourcing their own sand bags if required.

The typed documents have already been collected and the originals are to be
collected shortly.

There have been visits from two separate Australian families during the summer,
co-incidentally both researching the same family that emigrated from Sydenham
in the 1840s. Copies of relevant documents from the village archives have been
of interest in both cases, and the two researchers have been put in contact with
each other.

One of the residents on the Thame road raised a query regarding speeding on
the B4445. PCSO Jacky Madden had also been contacted. The parish council
are liaising with the police to see what measures can be taken, and have
requested that the camera van is deployed in the layby by the Inn at Emmington
as regularly as possible.

The parish council will be requesting the use of the SID equipment again, to be
booked as soon as possible before the daylight hours restrict it's use.

The potential of physical speed measures such as speed bumps or pinch points
was discussed. The Highways Department, the OCC Area Steward and ClIr
David Wilmshurst to be contacted to ask for advice on possible options in the
30mph zone on the main road.

The possibility of sharing the ownership of SID equipment with other local
parishes was discussed.

The lack of visibility at the Emmington junction has been reported to Highways,
together with fact that the 30mph and junction warning signs are obscured by
trees for traffic approaching from the Chinnor direction.

The latest rollout map shows that the main part of the village will have access to
faster broadband by December 2015, but that the Emmington end of the village
are still not included in BTs plans. The green telephone box on the B4445 was
undergrounded a few years ago having been hit by a car. This has now created
an impasse as there is no cabinet for BT to consider, even though we have
reported the existence of the undergrounded box. The Better Broadband Team
for Oxfordshire to be contacted with as much information as possible regarding
this case.

The dates of ClIr Carter's surgeries in Thame were requested.

The annual audit return has been received from BDO with no matters arising.
This annual return is approved and accepted by the Parish Council, and the
required notice will be displayed.

There is no applicable annual audit fee as the income/expenditure band is
£5001-£10,000.

A donation has been gratefully received towards the cost of clearing the large
ditch in the churchyard earlier in the year.

The landowners of the sites listed can submit updated information, which will
then be uploaded on to the database.
