Aim: What are the roles of the President?

Motivation: Explain the following quote: “The Presidency is not merely an administrative office. That is the least of it. It is preeminently a place of moral leadership.” FDR


Executive Powers: 

1. Enforces the Constitution 

2. Enforces laws passed by Congress

3. He appoints government officials
4. Commander and chief of the armed forces

.

Powers over Foreign Affairs:
1. Determines the foreign policy and of foreign affairs 

2. He appoints officials: the Secretary of State, ambassadors, consuls, and ministers. 

3. Negotiates treaties with foreign countries

4. Receives foreign ambassadors 

5. He may order the armed forces to intervene in disturbances abroad

6. His power is limited by Congress to declare war 

7. His power is also limited by the terms of the 1973 War-Powers Resolution

****The War Powers Act prohibits the President from waging war beyond 60 days without Congressional approval.

Legislative Powers: 

1. “State of the Union” the President may request that Congress pass specific legislation

2. President may recall Congress into special session

3. He may veto legislation of which he disapproves

4. He may also use radio, television, and the press to appeal for public support

Judicial Powers: 

1. Grant pardons and reprieves in cases involving federal crimes

2. He appoints all federal judges

3. He also may enforce or may refuse to enforce federal court decisions
