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Texas halts granting commexrcial
driver licenses to DACA
recipients, refugees and asylees

Texas has stopped granting commercial driver licenses to DACA recipi-
ents, refugees and people granted asylum, the state Department of Public
Safety announced Monday.

Effective immediately, the agency will no longer issue, renew or reissue
commercial driver licenses (CDLs) or commercial learner permits (CLPs)
for refugees, asylees or recipients of Deferred Action for Childhood Ar-
rivals, also known as DACA. CDLs are typically required to operate large
commercial vehicles like semi-trailer trucks and buses.

The department said pending applications in those categories will not
move forward, and applicants will be barred from completing written or
skills testing until services are reinstated.

The move comes days after a federal emergency rule tightened CDL
eligibility for non-citizens. According to the Federal Motor Carrier Safety
Administration, a nationwide audit uncovered “a catastrophic pattern”

of ineligible issuance, including licenses valid after lawful presence had
expired.

According to the new federal rule, non-citizens can only qualify for a CDL
if they hold an employment-based visa and pass a mandatory federal im-
migration status check. Texas goes further by blocking refugees, asylees
and DACA recipients from getting one altogether.

Earlier this month, Gov. Greg Abbott directed DPS troopers and commer-
cial vehicle inspectors to begin conducting English language proficiency

reviews of commercial drivers.

The story has been updated to clarify that the new rules apply to those
without permanent legal status, or non-citizens.

In a surprising moment during the delayed presentation, Team Ind!a
refused to accept the Asia Cup 2025 trophy and awards from PCB

< symbolic gesture.

The showdown began without a handshake. And it ended without a
trophy.

The rivalry between the cricket teams of India and Pakistan is among
the fiercest and most widely watched in world sports. When tensions

between the two countries have been at their worst, several years have
sometimes passed between matches.

So after a deadly terrorist attack in spring kindled a sharp bout of
armed conflict, some were surprised to see both national teams take
part in the Asia Cup, a cricket tournament in the United Arab Emir-
ates that brought them together three times in two weeks.

An hourlong standoff after the tournament final — in which India
beat Pakistan for the third time in succession — showed just how bit-
ter relations remain.

At the presentation ceremony in Dubai on Sunday, India refused

to accept the trophy from Mohsin Naqvi, leader of the Asia Cricket
Council, which organizes the tournament. Mr. Naqvi also happens to
be the head of the Pakistan Cricket Board and the interior minister of

m RE F U SES To Pakistan.

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“Forbes’” Ranks the Trump Family by Net Worth,
Revealing Barron’s Stunning $150 Million —

Ahead of These Slbllngs

The 19-year-old son of Donald and Melania
Trump has a promising financial future, ac-
cording to estimates of his total value
NEED TO KNOW

Forbes released a breakdown of how much
several Trump family members are worth

The president’s net worth grew by more than
$3 billion over the last year, thanks mostly to
cryptocurrency and licensing deals

Trump’s youngest son, Barron, was the
one to introduce his father to crypto and
is reportedly out-earning some of his adult
family members

President Donald Trump’s net worth grew
by more than $3 billion over the last year,
but one of his children may have an even
brighter financial future.

Forbes recently broke down the investments
and earnings of most members of the presi-
dent’s nuclear family, revealing how they
each continue to line their pockets, mostly
thanks to cryptocurrency and overseas busi-
ness deals.

The family’s crypto investments seem to
have started with Barron, who, as a 19-year-
old NYU sophomore, already boasts a net
worth of about $150 million, according to
the outlet.

He’s the one who turned the rest of the fam-
ily onto the value in token sales, Donald
revealed while launching his World Liberty
Financial crypto company last fall. “He’s got
four wallets or something, and I'm saying,
‘What is a wallet?’ ” the president, 79, re-
called with a laugh.

In addition to his estimated net worth, Bar-
ron also has billions of locked-up tokens,
which Forbes only counts a fraction of
because they can't yet be traded. The pub-
lication estimates that, when they unlock,
Barron could stand to gain as much as $525
million.

Crypto is also a major earner for Don Jr., 47,
and Eric, 41, who are worth $500 million
and $750 million, respectively. The brothers
co-own the crypto mining venture Ameri-
can Bitcoin and are stakeholders in World
Liberty Financial. They also traveled to the
Middle East in May to close a deal to license

a Trump golf course in Qatar.

While Barron has yet to out-earn his older
brothers, he does have a leg up on his eldest
sister, Ivanka, 43. Forbes lists her individual
net worth at $100 million, however, Ivanka’s
husband, Jared Kushner, is the second-rich-
est on the Trump family list.

Jared, 44, broke the billion-dollar mark in
2025 thanks to his private equity firm, Af-
finity Partners; his family’s real estate firm,
Kushner Companies; and Middle Eastern
backers he formed relationships with dur-
ing his time as a presidential adviser during
Trumpss first term.

Barron also out-earned his mother this year,
with Melania, 55, making around $20 mil-
lion in what Forbes describes as “typical
First Lady ways (books, speeches, a docu-
mentary),” as well as her own meme coin.

Barron’s 31-year-old sister, Tiffany, and her
28-year-old husband, Michael Boulos, were
conspicuously left off of Forbes’ list. Though
Tiffany, a Georgetown Law graduate, has not
been public about her career, Boulos him-
self is a business executive who hails from a
wealthy family.

Of course, as the head of the family, Donald
is at the top of the list with a soaring net
worth of $7.3 billion. His $3 billion gain
from the year prior put him at No. 201 on
the Forbes 400 list, 118 spots higher than

in 2024. His crypto efforts, split between
World Liberty Financial and a meme coin,
accounted for $2 billion, while his interna-

‘Squad’ member and Democratic New York Rep.
Alexandria Ocasio-Cortez is reportedly eyeing

a potential 2028 presidential run as the Demo-
cratic Party finds its footing following President
Donald Trump’s decisive win at the ballot box in
2024, according to a recent report.

Ocasio-Cortez’s team is preparing her to run

for president or the U.S. Senate in 2028, when
Senate Minority Leader Chuck Schumer is up
for re-election and Democrats can next run to
reclaim the White House, Axios reported Friday,
citing sources familiar.

The New York congresswoman has not officially
made a decision on a Senate or presidential run,
but has hired former senior advisors from Ver-
mont Sen. Bernie Sanders’ orbit as she navigates
her political future, the outlet reported. She
notably has joined Sanders on a national tour,
called “Fighting Oligarchy,” in recent months
that aims at combating Trump administration
policies.

Fox News Digital reached out to Ocasio-Cortez’s
office for comment on the report she’s teeing up
a 2028 run for higher office but did not receive
a reply.

Fox News Digital spoke to Democratic National
Committee Vice Chair Shasti Conrad Thurs-
day, ahead of Axios’ report on Ocasio-Cortez’s
alleged 2028 aspirations, to discuss former Vice
President Kamala Harris’ new book as well as
top Democrats eyeing serving in higher offices.
Conrad, who is also the chair of Washington
State’s Democratic Party, told Fox News Digital

as leaders

that the party needs “hundreds of leaders,” list-
ing off names such as New York City socialist
mayoral candidate Zohran Mamdani, to Oca-
sio-Cortez and former Secretary of Transporta-
tion Pete Buttigieg.

We need Mamdani to Pete to Kamala to (Min-
nesota Gov. Tim) Walz to (California Gov.)
Gavin Newsom ... to (Kentucky Gov.) Andy
Beshear to, you know, AOC,” she said. “We
need messengers across this country talking
about what Democrats stand for, what we will
do when we get back in power, how we will
make a difference in people’s lives.”

She added that these leaders must also bring at-
tention to “what Trump is doing, calling that out
every single day, holding the Republicans’ feet to
the fire,” she added.

Conrad argued that Harris’ book allows the
former vice president to “speak her truth” on
the 2024 campaign cycle, which included Harris
reporting that she did not feel supported by the
Biden team.

The book argued the Biden team rarely defend-
ed her from negative press, and called Biden’s
decision to run for reelection at the age of 81 as
an example of “recklessness.”

“It’s Joe and Jill's decision. We all said that, like
a mantra, as if wed all been hypnotized,” Har-
ris wrote in the book, according to the excerpts.
“Was it grace, or was it recklessness? In retro-
spect, I think it was recklessness. The stakes
were simply too high. This wasn't a choice that
should have been left to an individual’s ego, an
individual’s ambition. It should have been more
than a personal decision.”

The excerpts set off condemnation from former
White House staffers who told Axios that Harris
was allegedly trying to scapegoat Biden instead
of owning up that she “was simply not good at
the job”

Democrats are now jockeying to lead the party
in the Trump era. Conrad said the book tees up
Harris potentially running for president again
in 2028, or a potential Buttigieg run, while also
celebrating that other high-profile names could
step up.

“This is the thing that happens when you don’t
have the White House, the presidency;, is that
there isn’t one leader of the Democrats,” she
said. “We need, you know, hundreds of leaders.”

The report of Ocasio-Cortez’s potential comes as
the Democratic Party maps out its future follow-
ing Trump’s November 2024 election win.

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New poll reveals Mamdani still holds
commanding double-digit lead

With six weeks to go until Election Day 2025,
Zohran Mamdani remains far ahead of his
rivals for New York City mayor, according to a
new public opinion poll.

Mamdani, the 33-year-old democratic social-
ist state lawmaker from Queens who shocked
the political world in June with his convincing
win over former Gov. Andrew Cuomo and nine
other candidates to capture the Democratic
Party’s mayoral nomination, holds a 20-point
lead over Cuomo.

Mamdani grabs 45% support in the Suffolk Uni-
versity CityView poll of New Yorkers very or
somewhat likely to vote in November’s general
election for mayor.

Cuomo, who resigned as governor in 2021 amid
multiple scandals and who is running as an
independent candidate in the general election
after losing the primary, stands at 25% support
in the survey, which was conducted Sept. 16-18.

Guardian Angels co-founder Curtis Sliwa, who
for a second straight election is the Republican
mayoral nominee in the Democratic-dominated
city, stands at 9%. And embattled incumbent
Mayor Eric Adams, who is running as an inde-
pendent after deciding to skip the Democratic
primary amid anemic polling, grabbed 8% sup-
port in the survey.

Three other candidates on the ballot combined
for 1% support, with 9% undecided.

Suffolk highlighted that theirs is the first public
poll that includes all seven candidates listed on
the official ballot, and the nine affiliated politi-

cal parties or designations.

“The official ballot lists Mamdani and Sliwa
twice each because they represent multiple
political parties or designations,” Suffolk Uni-
versity Political Research Center director David
Paleologos said. “This helps Mamdani because
he is listed first on the ballot as the Democratic
Party nominee, and then again fourth on the
ballot as the Working Families Party nominee.”
Cuomo is listed once and is the eighth selection
out of nine ballot choices.

The Suffolk poll is the latest to show Mamdani
remains the clear frontrunner in the Democrat-
ic-dominated city. Four other surveys conduct-
ed earlier this month indicated Mamdani’s lead
over Cuomo and the rest of the field ranging
from 15 to 22 points.

It was fueled by a
grassroots army of supporters and backing from
top national progressive champions, including

Rep. Alexandria Ocasio-Cortez of New York

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and Sen. Bernie Sanders of Vermont.

Mamdani made smart use of social media
platforms, including TikTok, as he engaged
low-propensity voters. He proposed eliminating
fares to ride New York City’s vast bus system,
making CUNY (City University of New York)
“tuition-free,” freezing rents on municipal hous-
ing, offering free child care for children up to
age 5 and setting up government-run grocery
stores.

Mamdani has been heavily criticized by his
rivals not only for his far-left proposals, but
also for his criticism of Israel, his past negative
comments regarding the New York City Police
Department (NYPD), and his proposal to shift
certain responsibilities away from the NYPD
and focus on social services and community-
based programs.

The new poll indicates affordability, at 21%, is
the top issue on the minds of New York City
voters, followed by crime at 20%, economy/jobs
at 14%, and housing at 9%.

The survey also indicates voters are debunking
much of the negative social media narratives
about Mamdani and Cuomo.

According to the poll, 59% of those questioned
disagreed that Mamdani is antisemitic. And
52% disagreed that Mamdani, if elected, would
raise taxes, causing businesses to flee the city.

Additionally, 53% disagreed that Cuomo, if
elected, would continue the unwanted touching
and groping that were among the controversies
that caused him to resign as governor.

Disney announced that “Jimmy Kimmel Live!”
will be back, but nearly 40 ABC stations owned
by Sinclair Inc. have refused to air it.

The late-night host, suspended last week after
controversial comments about Charlie Kirk’s
death, is now caught in a bigger fight. While
Disney is bringing him back, affiliates are rebel-
ling, raising new questions about his future.
The broadcaster owns dozens of ABC affiliates
across the country and confirmed it will not air
the show.

Instead, those stations will replace it with local
news. In their statement, Sinclair explained in a
statement per the Daily Mail, “Beginning Tues-
day night, Sinclair will be preempting Jimmy
Kimmel Live! across our ABC affiliate stations
and replacing it with news programming.

Discussions with ABC are ongoing as we evalu-
ate the show’s potential return”

won't see the comedian’s comeback.

Sinclair’s biggest station, WJLA in Washington,
D.C., makes the decision even more powerful,
as it cuts off access for politicians, journalists,
and even Donald Trump himself.

Sinclair made it clear that the suspension will
not be lifted until “formal discussions” are held
with ABC about the network’s “professionalism
and accountability;” setting the stage for a long
standoft.

The Controversy That Sparked His Suspension

As The Blast reported, Jimmy Kimmel’s prob-
lems began with his comments last about Kirk’s
killing.

On his show, the 57-year-old said, “We hit some
new lows over the weekend with the MAGA
gang desperately trying to characterize this kid
who murdered Charlie Kirk as anything other
than one of them.”

He then showed a clip of Trump and made
jokes about his mourning process, which many

saw as disrespectful.

Just two days later, FCC commissioner Brendan|
Carr called the remarks “insensitive at a critical
moment for our country.’

He also suggested that a direct apology was the
“minimal step” needed to move forward.

Soon after, more than a dozen ABC affiliates
told Disney they would not air the show until
action was taken.

The backlash prompted Disney and ABC execu-
tives to suspend Kimmel’s show indefinitely, in
an effort to calm the situation.

After a tense week, Disney announced on
September 22 that Kimmel would return the
following day.

In a statement per The Blast, the company ex-
plained,, we made the decision to suspend pro-
duction on the show to avoid further inflaming
a tense situation at an emotional moment for
our country. We have spent the last days having
thoughtful conversations with

Jimmy, and after those conversations, we
reached the decision to return the show”

The network admitted the “Smurfs” star’s words
were “ill-timed and insensitive” but gave no
details about whether he will issue an apology.

The decision was made by top executives,
including Dana Walden and Bob Iger, who had
also approved his earlier suspension.

Kimmel’s comeback has sparked reactions
across the political world.

Conservatives voiced anger, saying the suspen-
sion was too short. Megyn Kelly wrote, “Must
be nice to be a leftist. ‘Cancellation’ lasts 5
nights and you’re right back under klieg lights.
On the right you're underground.”
Conservative commentator Matt Walsh added
that liberals exaggerate free speech issues while
ignoring serious consequences faced by conser-
vatives.

Also, CNN’s Scott Jennings said Disney sus-
pended Kimmel only because he was “an insen-
sitive pr*ck,” and argued that it wasn't an attack
on free speech.

Liberals, however, praised the decision. Con-
gressman Zohran Mamdani called it “a victory
for free speech,” saying Disney had found its
backbone.

California Governor Gavin Newsom also
praised the move, thanking “everyone but @
BrendanCarrFCC”

Journalist Billy Binion noted that Carr’s ac-
tions may have backfired, writing, “Brendan
Carr turned Jimmy Kimmel into a martyr. His
ratings were sinking. Now a lot of people are
talking about & rooting for a comic whom they
previously did not care about at all”

Even with Disney bringing Jimmy Kimmel
back, Sinclair has made its stance clear. The
broadcaster is demanding more than just talks.
n a statement, Vice Chairman Jason Smith
explained, “Mr. Kimmel’s remarks were inap-
propriate and deeply insensitive at a critical
moment for our country. We believe broadcast-
ers have a responsibility to educate and elevate
respectful, constructive dialogue in our com-
munities.”

Sinclair has called for a direct apology to Kirk’s
family and a personal donation to Turning
Point USA, the conservative group Kirk found-
ed.

Without those steps, Sinclair insists Jimmy

Wipro founder Azim Premji courteously re-
fused Karnataka Chief Minister Siddaramaiah’s
request to open a road on the company’s cam-
pus for public vehicles to ease traffic conges-
tion. Is Siddaramiah trying to transfer guilt on
Bengaluru’s traffic nightmare? Is Premji right in
rejecting the request?

Wipro founder Azim Premji isn't just an en-
trepreneur, he is a philanthropist. However,
Premji, who turned Wipro from a soap maker
to a software giant, knows charity begins from
home. Premji, this week, turned down a request
from Karnataka Chief Minister Siddaramaiah to
open a road on Wipro's campus to limited traffic
movement, and help decongest a key road in
Bengaluru’s IT corridor.

Siddaramaiah is a chief minister who has failed
to ease the pain of daily commute for millions
in a district that is the cash cow of his state,
Karnataka. With the heart clogged, Sidda wants
a bypass. And for that he is requesting a private
company to open its gates to public traffic flow.
Why should a private company that has de-
signed its campus and built its infrastructure for
optimum productivity get into a mess that is no
way its creation?

Then there is another question to be asked. Is
Siddaramaiah, out of desperation, trying to pass
on the guilt of Bengaluru’s nightmarish traffic
woes to Azim Premji?

Swami Chaitanyananda Saraswati has been accused
of committing forgery and diverting money belong-
ing to a trust. His plea seeking anticipatory bail in
the case was rejected by a Delhi court.

A Delhi court has rejected the anticipatory bail plea
of Swami Chaitanyananda Saraswati, who is already
facing multiple allegations of sexual harassment and
financial misconduct. The bail plea was in connec-
tion with case filed by the Sri Sharada Institute Trust
of the Sringeri Math, accusing Chaitanyananda
Saraswati of large-scale fraud and misappropriation
of funds.

The Trust alleged that Chaitanyananda committed
forgery, impersonation, cheating, criminal breach
of trust, and diverted money belonging to the Sri
Sharada Peetham. A preliminary audit in December
2024 flagged serious financial irregularities, includ-
ing the creation of a parallel trust in 2010 — Sri
Sharada Institute of Indian Management Research
Foundation Trust.

Sri Sharada Institute of Indian Management Re-
search was later approved by AICTE.

According to the complaint, revenues of the original
institute were diverted to this new trust for personal
gain. The Peetham claimed that property and funds

Severe traffic congestion during peak hours

Rejecting Chaitanyananda’s anticipatory bail plea,
the court observed, “Considering the seriousness
of allegations and gravity of offence, this Court is
not inclined to grant anticipatory bail to applicant/
accused.

Over 15 women students pursuing man-
agement courses at the Sri Sharada Institute in Delhi
have alleged abusive language, obscene messages,
and unwanted physical contact. Out of 32 students
whose statements were recorded, 17 directly ac-
cused him of misconduct.

This is not the first time Chaitanyananda has faced
such charges — previous cases of molestation and

several blue chip companies that attract talent
from across the country. The companies were
attracted to Bengaluru with the promise of good
infrastructure and ease of doing business. The
companies have grown, and so has Bengaluru,
but the government couldn’t keep pace. It can’t
pass on neither its responsibility nor its guilt to
a private entity.

This
would let her eventually run for president and
remain in Congress if she didn’t get the nomina-
tion / election. Given her age, I really think she
should start with the Senate in 2028 and then
run presidential campaigns in 2032 or 2036.”

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Is Exric Adams Exit Bad for Zohran Mamdani’s Chances?

New York City Mayor Eric Adam’s decision to
drop out of the upcoming mayoral race might
reduce Zohran Mamdani’s lead in the election,
though he is still likely to win by a large margin,
according to polls.

According to a series of polls conducted before
Adams pulled out, the Queens assemblymem-
ber’s net lead in the race is predicted to become
slightly smaller if the mayor’s supporters reallo-
cate their votes to other candidates.

Newsweek has contacted Mamdani’s team by
email to comment on this story.

Why It Matters

On Sunday, Adams announced via a social me-
dia video that he has dropped out of the may-
oral race because of “constant media speculation
about my future” and the “campaign finance
board’s decision to withhold millions of dollars,”
which he said “undermined” his ability to raise
“the funds needed for a serious campaign.”

In the wake of this decision, his supporters will
have to decide who to back instead, affecting the
outcome of the election.

If Mamdani, a democratic socialist, wins the
race, there will be a profound shift in city
politics and policy priorities on critical issues
for New Yorkers, from affordability and crime
to the city’s relationship with President Donald

What To Know

A series of polls have indicated that
Adams dropping out would mean
Mamdani’s main rival, former New
York Governor Andrew Cuomo
would absorb voters who would
have favored the mayor, though not
enough to stop Mamdani’s success.

One September 16 poll by Marist
University, conducted two weeks
before Adams dropped out of the
race, found that if the NYC mayor
did remove himself from the contest, then
Mamdani would receive 46 percent of likely
voter’s support while Cuomo would receive 30
percent. With Adams in the race, Mamdani was
expected to garner 45 percent of the vote share
to the former governor’s 24 percent meaning his
polling lead will likely decline from 21 percent-
age points to 16.

Similarly, a Quinnipiac University Poll, released
on September 10, found that 45 percent of likely
voters said they would support Mamdani while
23 percent said they would support Cuomo. It
found that if Adams exited the race Mamdani’s
proportion would increase slightly to 46 percent
but Cuomo’s would too to 30 percent, making
his lead decline from 22 percentage points to 16.

Adams leaving the
race comes after

his popularity had
declined. The mayor
had broken with
Democrats to run
as an independent
amid controver-
sies, including a
federal corruption
case accusing him
of accepting illicit
campaign contribu-
tions from Turkish
officials in exchange
for political favors.
However, a federal
judge dismissed this
case in April.

Another CBS News
poll conducted

by YouGov and
released on Sep-
tember 15 found
that Mamdani was
leading in the polls
with 43 percent of
the vote share to
Cuomo’s 28 percent.
If Adams voters
reallocated their

0
votes to their second choice, the poll found that
Mamdani would receive 44 percent of the vote

share and Cuomo would receive 30 percent.

An Emerson College poll for PIX11 and The
Hill had a 43 percent to 28 percent margin
with Adams in the race, but had Mamdani at
47 percent to Cuomos 40 percent if the mayor
dropped out.

Meanwhile, according to online prediction plat-
form Polymarket, where users can bet on world
events, Mamdani has an 84.9 percent chance of
winning the election while Cuomo’s chances are
14 percent. Polymarket statistics have remained
broadly consistent.

What People Are Saying

Scott Lucas, who teaches international politics
at University College Dublin told Newsweek:
“Adams wasn't polling that strongly in the race
so I don’t see it as much as which way his voters
go unless it is an extremely tight contest. I think
the focus goes back to how effective are the two
other candidates in the remaining weeks of the
campaign.”

In his video statement Mayor Eric Adams said:
“Although this is the end of my reelection cam-
paign, it is not the end of my public service. I
will continue to fight for this city, as I have for
40 years, since the day I joined the NYPD to
make our streets safer and our systems fairer.”

New York Governor Kathy Hochul said state-
ment on X: “For the last four years I've been
proud to work with Mayor Adams to make New
York City safer, stronger, and more affordable...
We have connected more New Yorkers to men-
tal health services and supportive housing...He
leaves New York City better than he inherited it
and that will always be central to his legacy as
mayor.’

What Happens Next

The mayoral election will take place on Novem-
ber 4. Adams will serve the remainder of his
term in office, which ends on December 31.

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Eric Adams drops out of New York mayoral race

The mayor had been running for re-election as
a third-party candidate but was running fourth
in a number of recent public polls.

New York Mayor Eric Adams announced that
he is dropping his third-party bid for re-elec-
tion, narrowing the field for November’s elec-
tion.

“Despite all we've achieved, I cannot continue
my re-election campaign,” Adams said in a
video on X. “The constant media speculation
about my future and the campaign finance
board’s decision to withhold millions of dollars
have undermined my ability to raise the funds
needed for a serious campaign.”

In a nearly nine-minute video, Adams — who
enjoyed strong ratings from New Yorkers early
in his term but whose standing plummeted after
he was indicted on federal corruption charges,
which were then dropped by the Trump admin-
istration — said he hoped New Yorkers “will see
that despite the headlines and the innuendo, I
always put you before me.”

The question now is how Adams’ move shapes
the mayoral race going forward in the nation’s
biggest city.

Former New York Gov. Andrew Cuomo, who is
also running a third-party bid for mayor, said
in a statement shared first with NBC News that
he believes Adams “is sincere in putting the
well-being of New York City ahead of personal
ambition.”

“We face destructive extremist forces that would
devastate our city through incompetence or
ignorance, but it is not too late to stop them,”
said Cuomo, referring to, without naming,
Democratic nominee Zohran Mamdani, a state
legislator.

Cuomo praised Adams, saying he “has much to
be proud of in his accomplishments.”

“Whatever differences we may have, Eric Ad-
ams’ story is undeniably one of resilience — a
testament to the spirit of this city,” Cuomo said.

Mamdani reacted differently in a social media
video in which he framed Adams’ mayoralty as
a failed “promise to working-class New Yorkers.

“He raised their rents, slowed their buses and
cut funding for their schools, libraries and
childcare,” Mamdani said of Adams. He went on
to declare “a new day is coming” because he will
“deliver a government every New Yorker could
be proud of”

Mamdani also addressed Cuomo directly, argu-
ing that while Cuomo might be happy to with
Adams’ move to drop out, the feeling would be
short-lived.

“Don’t forget, you
wanted me as your op-
ponent in the primary
too, and we beat you

by 13 points. Looking
forward to doing it again
on Nov. 4. Hope you're
well,” Mamdani added.
Adams’ announce-

ment comes after weeks
of speculation that

he could exit the race
and help consolidate
non-Mamdani support
behind Cuomo. Mam-
dani defeated Cuomo in the June Democratic
primary.

However, Adams’ name will still be on ballots
this fall, since he exited the race after a deadline
to print them. And the limited public polling on
the possibility of Adams’ dropping out showed
Cuomo benefiting but a critical mass of voters
also still siding with Republican nominee Curtis
Sliwa. Those polls suggest that Cuomo’s best
shot at defeating Mamdani comes in a one-on-
one race.

Adams has not been a major factor in the race
for some time. The public polls have shown him
running in a distant fourth place, with Mamda-
ni staked to a double-digit lead ahead of Cuomo
and then Sliwa, with Adams further behind.

Adams urged his successor to “continue the
work we started, lowering the cost of living,
investing in quality of life and staying laser-fo-
cused on reducing crime and disorder through
investments in policing, mental health, sub-
stance abuse care, homelessness services and
community-based initiatives.”

Adams did not make an endorsement in the
video, but he did appear to take a swipe at
Mamdani, arguing that “extremism is growing
in our politics”

“Too often, insidious forces use local govern-
ment to advance divisive agendas with little
regard for how it hurts everyday New Yorkers,”
he said. “Major change is welcome and neces-
sary, but beware of those who claim the answer
[is] to destroy the very system we built together
over generations. That is not change; that is
chaos”

Adams’ decision is a full reversal from his posi-
tion just days ago, when he declared on X that
he was “not going anywhere.”

“All of the noise, all of the rumors — none of
that matters,” he said in the post.

But Adams laid out a rationale for dropping out
in an interview on MSNBC, in which he ac-
cused the media of sandbagging his campaign
and lamented what he called “bogus” corrup-

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tion charges against him. During local radio ap-
pearance hours before he dropped out, Adams
focused exclusively on touting his administra-
tion’s achievements on issues like sanitation.

In an interview on “The Breakfast Club” that
aired , he suggested that reports he was consid-
ering dropping out or being offered other posi-
tions hurt his fundraising efforts.

“T answered that 101 times,” Adams said when
he was asked whether he would drop out.

“Our goal is to finish this race,” he added later,
noting that he believed he had to win a court
battle over campaign funds.

President Donald Trump told reporters this
month he would like to see two candidates in
the crowded election leave the race to boost
the chances of defeating Mamdani, a progres-
sive who trounced Cuomo in the Democratic
primary in June.

“I would like to see two people drop out and
have it be one-on-ne,” Trump said at a White
House dinner in early September. “I think that’s
a race that could be won?”

“I don’t think you can win unless you have one-
on-one, because somehow he’s gotten a little

bit of a lead,” Trump added. “I don’t like to see

a communist become mayor, I will tell you that”

Adams was elected as a Democrat in 2021. But
he decided this year to seek re-election as an in-
dependent, amid cratering poll numbers in his
party in the aftermath of his federal indictment
and then the move by Trump’s Justice Depart-
ment to drop the charges, arguing that it needed
Adams’ cooperation on the president’s immigra-
tion and deportation agenda.

Adams was indicted in September 2024 on fed-
eral charges, including bribery and campaign
finance violations. The Justice Department
alleged that he “used his prominent positions
in New York City government to obtain illegal
campaign contributions and luxury travel”

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Mormon church gunman was marine ‘who
supported Trump’

The gunman who rammed his truck into a Mor-
mon church and opened fire on worshippers
was an Iraq war veteran who had previously
shown support for Donald Trump.

Thomas Jacob Sanford, 40, from suburban
Michigan, killed at least four people in the at-
tack on the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day
Saints in Grand Blanc Township on Sunday.

Police are still combing through the wreckage
after he set the building ablaze.

The ex-marine was killed by police after he shot
at least 10 people with an assault rifle in what
the FBI described as an “act of targeted vio-
lence”. Authorities have yet to provide a motive.

Sanford, who also went by the name of Jake,
graduated from a nearby high school in 2004
before joining the Marine Corps.

His recent political views remain unclear, but
he was seen wearing a camouflage Trump 2020
campaign shirt, emblazoned with the words
Make Liberals Cry Again, in a picture posted on
social media in 2019.

An image of Sanford’s home, taken on Google
Street View in June, showed a Trump-Pence sign
attached to his garden fence.

Other images showed him to be an avid hunter,
posing with killed deer and other game in the
back of a silver truck that appeared similar to
the one used to storm the church.

In 2016, he married a woman who had gone to
the same high school, and they had a son.

According to a GoFundMe page from 2015, the
family appealed for donations to help pay for
the medical care of their son, now 10, who was
born with congenital hyperinsulinism, a rare
genetic disorder in which the pancreas releases
too much insulin, forcing numerous surgeries
and hospital stays.

“Don’t ever take having healthy kids for grant-
ed,” Sanford was quoted as saying in a local

news article. “We are proud of our child. I spent
four years in the Marine Corps and was in Iraq,
and this is still the most unique thing to deal
with.”

Ryan Lopez, a former classmate from Goodrich
High School - 12 miles from the shooting site
- said he had seen Sanford two weeks earlier at
the gym, when nothing had seemed out of the
ordinary.

“He was happy to see me, he just seemed nor-
mal,” Mr Lopez told The New York Times.

A bomb squad deployed a robot, a drone and a
tank-like vehicle outside Sanford’s home, while
a police helicopter circled overhead. It is unclear
if anything was found.

A neighbour, Randy Thronson, said Sanford
would clear the snow off driveways to help lo-
cals in the winter, but that they had not spoken
in two years, adding: “He seemed like a nice
guy. Something must have happened, snapped
somehow”

Sanford served in the marines for four years,
rising to the rank of sergeant and receiving
several medals. He was deployed to Iraq for
seven months between 2007 and 2008 as part of
Operation Iraqi Freedom.

While serving, he specialised in handling mili-
tary vehicle equipment. He left the corps a few
months after his deployment.

After the military, he appeared to have a series
of different jobs including landscaping, snow
removal and working as a truck driver for Coca
Cola.

Investigators said it could take a while to de-
termine why the proud American and family
man had carried out the attack on the Mor-
mon church. “We can’t come to those kinds of
conclusions for some time,” Lt. Kim Vetter, of
Michigan State Police, said

Sanford drove a pickup truck with two US flags
strapped to its back into the side of the church
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‘at 10.25am local time.
He opened fire on the congregation during the
Sunday service in the Flint suburb, police said.
The gunman was killed eight minutes later by
police in a gunfight in the church’s car park.

Two people were killed from gunshot wounds,
and two bodies were later recovered from the
debris of the burned-down church. Eight were
wounded, one of whom was in critical condi-
tion.

Authorities said the attacker used an acceler-
ant, believed to be gasoline, and set fire to the
church deliberately. Some suspected explosive
devices were found but it was unclear whether
they were used to start the fire, they added.
After the killing, Mr Trump demanded that the
“epidemic of violence in our country must end,
immediately”.

Sunday’s attack came after a series of high-
profile shootings, including the assassination of
Charlie Kirk, the Right-wing activist, in Utah
and a shooting at a Texas immigration facility
last week.

Political divisions have grown deeper in the
wake of the attacks, with Mr Trump launching
a campaign targeting Left-wing groups he has
accused of being “domestic terrorists”

Last month, a mass shooting took place at a
Catholic church and school in Minnesota, in
which two children were killed while attending
Mass, and several others were
severely wounded.

Founded in 1830, the Mormon
church, based in the western
US state of Utah, considers
itself a Christian body but bases
its doctrines on the Book of
Mormon, a text its followers say
contains a fuller version of the
words of Jesus Christ than that
recorded in the Bible.

Pakistani Doctor Passes Away 30 Minutes Before Undergoing Liver

Dr. Maryam Shoukat, a 27-year-old Pakistani
physician pursuing her residency in the United
States, passed away just half an hour before un-
dergoing a life-saving liver transplant.

Earlier this month, Dr. Maryam was admit-

ted to Rutgers University Hospital in Newark,
New Jersey, after suffering acute liver failure.
Her condition deteriorated rapidly, and doctors
stressed that an urgent transplant was her only
chance of survival.

Her husband, Dr. Hamza Zafar, sought help
from the Association of Physicians of Pakistani
Descent of North America (APPNA). The orga-
nization responded immediately by launching
an emergency fundraising campaign. Within a
single day, $273,000 was raised, with the total
now close to $400,000.

The overwhelming support prompted the hospi-

tal to reduce the transplant cost from $900,000
to $450,000. APPNA quickly paid $100,000,
allowing Dr. Maryam’s name to be added to the
official transplant list. A matching donor liver
was soon located, giving hope that her life could
be saved.

According to APPNA General Secretary Dr.
Muhammad Sanaullah and President Dr. Hu-
mera Qamar, alongside physicians including Dr.
A. Fazal Akbar, Dr. Zeeshan, Dr. Babar Rao, Dr.
Fateh Shehzad, and Dr. Siddique Khurram, the
entire community rallied to support the effort.
They described it as a mission to save the life of
a young doctor who herself had chosen a pro-
fession dedicated to saving others.

Tragically, just as she was about to be taken
for surgery, Dr. Maryam’s condition suddenly
worsened, and she died 30 minutes before the
procedure.

APPNA leaders expressed their sorrow, calling
her story one of sacrifice, courage, and hope.
“She came with the dream of healing others,
but in the end, she needed healing herself,” the
organization said.

Nearly a month after the Telangana
cabinet deciding to implement 42
percent reservations for Backward
Classes (BC), the state government
on Friday, September 26, passed
an order to implement it in view of
the upcoming Telangana local body
elections. This comes even in spite
of the bill related to it still waiting
for the President of India’s assent.
It it to be seen if the move will meet
legal hurdles in the coming days
before the upcoming local body
elections in Telangana. According
to GO MS 09, the Telangana gov-
ernment decided to implement the
order based on the one man com-
mission’s (ex-IAS officer Busani
Venkateshwara Rao) recommenda-
tions to have more adequate politi-
cal representation for BC commu-
nities.

It may be noted that both the
Telangana Congress and the main
opposition Bharat Rashtra have
been talking about higher repre-
sentation for BCs in local body
elections ever since the state was
formed in 2014. The BRS even
wanted to have 50% reservations
but it was not able to achieve it.
Earlier on August 30, BC welfare
minister Ponnam Prabhakar has

announced that the state govern-
ment will conduct local body elec-
tions by implementing 42 percent
reservations for Backward Classes
(BC).

To enable it, he said the 50 percent
cap on reservations in the Telanga-
na Municipal Laws (Amendment)
Act of 2018, and the Telangana
Panchayat Raj Act of 2018 will be
removed by making amendments
to these laws. Ponnam said that a
discussion will be held in the pres-
ent Assembly session, where the
amended bills will be enacted into
legislations, for implementing 42
percent reservations for BCs in the
local body elections.

Pointing out that an ordinance

to that effect was already passed

in the previous assembly session
and sent to state Governor Jishnu
Dev Verma, who had sent it to the
President’s approval, the Telangana
BC minister said that it was part of
the process to pass the bill after an
ordinance was passed.

He said that after consulting legal
experts and taking opinions from
all political parties, it was decided
to go for the elections with 42 per-
cent reservations for BCs, and the
reservations to SCs as per the 2011

population census.
