Christ the King Sunday

Gospel: Luke 23:35-43

Reflecting on Christ the King

In the Solemnity of Christ the King we celebrate the fulfilment of the prophecy of Isaiah that said: “a
shoot will spring from the stem of Jesse, and a branch from his roots will bear fruit" (Isaiah 11:1). Jesse
in this prophesy refers to King David's father. The shoot is Jesus Christ. In this prophecy Isaiah talks of
the birth of Jesus as the birth of a new king from a descendant of Jesse the father of King David. In
today’s first reading Samuel spoke of King David as a king chosen after the heart of the Lord. About
700 years after this prophesy a new king delighted by God was born in the house of Joseph, a descendant
of David the last son of Jesse. Three kings (wise men) confirmed the birth of Christ-the anointed king
with their visit to Bethlehem. Shortly after his birth the Spirit descended on him like a dove after his
baptism in the Jordan by John and a voice from heaven announced: “You are my Son, whom I love; with
you [ am well pleased." (Luke 3:22). This event completed Isaiah’s prophecy that: “The Spirit of
wisdom and of understanding, the Spirit of counsel and of power, the Spirit of knowledge and of the fear
of God will rest on him and he will delight in the fear of the Lord. He will judge his people with justice
and he will establish true peace” (Isaiah 11:2-4).

One would ask what triggered the above prophecies and why God did decide to send His Son to rule His
people? It happened that God raised many kings in the Old testament to rule His people. Many of these
kings were described as a total failure. God was disappointed in many of them. Although some of them
performed better than others, all of them were found wanting in one or more of the characteristics of God
approved leadership qualities mentioned in the above Isaiah’s prophecy. It was in Christ that we find all
of the above leadership qualities. Hence, God was well pleased with Christ. For as Saint Paul said in the
second reading today: “For in him all the fullness was pleased to dwell, and through him to reconcile all
things for him, making peace by the blood of his cross through him whether those on earth or those in
heaven” (Colossians 1:19-20).

Although not all accept Christ as the king of peace, justice and/or as their savior, for as Saint Luke said
in today’s Gospel as his followers hailed Jesus as their king: “The rulers sneered at Jesus and said, ‘He
saved others, let him save himself if he is the chosen one, the Christ (the anointed) of God” (Luke 23:35).
However, Christians all over the world celebrate him as our king and the savior of the world, for as a
criminal in today’s Gospel challenged his kingship and power to save life, Jesus manifested his saving
power in the life of another criminal who demonstrated his faith in Jesus by telling him: “Today you will
be with me in Paradise” (Luke 23:43). Wow, this criminal recognized he is a sinner and that the
punishment for his offence is a just punishment. Thus, believing that Christ is the Son of God and his
savior, and asking for his mercy, he was saved. What a wonderful God we serve! What an amazing
grace we share in our faith and belief in Christ. An Amazing grace that saves a wretch like us.

Cristo el Rey Domingo

Evangelio: Lucas 23:35-43

Reflexionando sobre Cristo Rey

En la solemnidad de Cristo Rey celebramos el cumplimiento de la profecia de Isaias que dice: "brotara un brote
del tallo de Jesé, y una rama de sus raices dara fruto" (Isaias 11: 1). Jesse en esto la profecia se refiere al padre del
rey David. El brote es Jesucristo. En esta profecia, Isaias habla del nacimiento de Jesus como el nacimiento de un
nuevo rey de un descendiente de Jesé, el padre del rey David. En la primera lectura de hoy, Samuel hablo del rey
David como un rey elegido segun el corazon del Sefior. Unos 700 afios después de esta profecia, un nuevo rey
encantado por Dios nacio en la casa de José, un descendiente de David, el ultimo hijo de Isai. Tres reyes (sabios)
confirmaron el nacimiento de Cristo, el rey ungido con su visita a Belén. Poco después de su nacimiento, el
Espiritu descendi6 sobre ¢l como una paloma después de su bautismo en el Jordan por Juan y una voz del cielo
anuncio: "Tu eres mi Hijo, a quien amo; con estoy muy complacido ". (Lucas 3:22). Este evento completo la
profecia de Isaias de que: "El Espiritu de sabiduria y de entendimiento, el Espiritu de consejo y de poder, el
Espiritu de conocimiento y del temor de Dios descansaran sobre ¢l y ¢l se deleitara en el temor del Sefior. Juzgara
a su pueblo con justicia y establecera la verdadera paz ”(Isaias 11: 2-4).

Uno preguntaria qué desencadeno las profecias anteriores y por qué Dios decidi6 enviar a su Hijo para gobernar a
su pueblo. Sucedié que Dios levanté a muchos reyes en el Antiguo testamento para gobernar a su pueblo. Muchos
de estos reyes fueron descritos como un fracaso total. Dios estaba decepcionado en muchos de ellos. Aunque
algunos de ellos se desempefiaron mejor que otros, se descubrid que todos ellos carecian de una o mas de las
caracteristicas de liderazgo aprobadas por Dios mencionadas en la profecia de Isaias. Fue en Cristo donde
encontramos todas las cualidades de liderazgo anteriores. Por lo tanto, Dios estaba muy complacido con Cristo.
Porque, como dijo San Pablo en la segunda lectura de hoy: “Porque en ¢l toda la plenitud se complace en habitar,
y a través de €l reconciliar todas las cosas por €1, haciendo las paces con la sangre de su cruz a través de €I, ya sea
en la tierra o en la tierra. cielo ”(Colosenses 1: 19-20).

Aunque no todos aceptan a Cristo como el rey de la paz, la justicia y / o como su salvador, ya que San Lucas dijo
en el Evangelio de hoy cuando sus seguidores aclamaron a Jesis como su rey: "Los gobernantes se burlaron de
Jesus y dijeron:" El salvo a otros, que se salve a si mismo si es el elegido, el Cristo (el ungido) de Dios ”(Lucas
23:35). Sin embargo, los cristianos de todo el mundo lo celebran como nuestro rey y salvador del mundo, porque
como un criminal en el Evangelio de hoy desafié su reinado y poder para salvar la vida, Jesis manifest6 su poder
salvador en la vida de otro criminal que demostré su fe. en Jests diciéndole: "Hoy estaras conmigo en el paraiso"
(Lucas 23:43). Wow, este criminal reconoci6 que es un pecador y que el castigo por su delito es un castigo justo.
Asi, creyendo que Cristo es el Hijo de Dios y su salvador, y pidiendo su misericordia, fue salvo. jQué Dios tan
maravilloso servimos! Qué gracia tan maravillosa compartimos en nuestra fe y creencia en Cristo. Una gracia
asombrosa que salva a un desgraciado como nosotros.

All
children who attend this family activity must be accompanied by an adult. What is a Jesse Tree? A Jesse Tree represents the family
tree of Jesus. Each ornament represents a story from the Bible that tells about God’s people before Jesus was born. Each story shows
God's salvation plan and tells how He guided humanity to prepare for the coming of the Messiah. The tradition of the Jesse Tree
dates back to the Middle Ages. The name "Jesse Tree" comes from Isaiah 11:1: "But a shoot shall sprout from the stump of Jesse, and
from his roots a bud shall blossom." Jesse was the father of King David and Jesus comes from David’s family line.

Cada familia que asista hara su
propio Jesse Tree para usar durante la temporada de Adviento para prepararse para el nacimiento de Jestis en Navidad. Cada fami-
lia también recibira un folleto con lecturas de las Escrituras en inglés y espafiol que acompafian a los 25 adornos que se colocaran en
su Jesse Tree. Todos los nifios que asisten a esta actividad familiar deben estar acompafiados por un adulto. ;Qué es un arbol de
Jesse? Un arbol de Jesé representa el arbol genealdgico de Jestis. Cada adorno representa una historia de la Biblia que cuenta sobre el
pueblo de Dios antes de que Jestis naciera. Cada historia muestra el plan de salvacién de Dios y cuenta cdmo gui6 a la humanidad a
prepararse para la venida del Mesias. La tradicion del arbol de Jesé se remonta a la Edad Media. El nombre "Jesse Tree" proviene de
Isaias 11: 1: "Pero un brote brotara del tronco de Jesse, y de sus raices florecera un brote". Jesse era el padre del rey David y Jests
proviene de la linea familiar de David.
