Inside - open gently, the spine must not be forced – the pages don’t shine like modern white stock. They don’t have the elegant linen-like texture of paper from more expensive books of the period. These pages feel almost damp, less like paper than flannel or cambric, soft and sturdy fabrics. This is a paper, like those fabrics, that lets you work. I wrap my hand around the book. Holding it, I feel held.
