Father Sam’s Corner
17th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: John 6:1-15

WE ARE ONE BODY, ONE SPIRIT (Ephesians 4:4)

St. Paul in the second reading today gave a summary of who we (Christians) are. We are one because we are
united not by biological blood but by one spirit of God. We are one spirit because before we were separated from
the Lord by our sinful body, yet now we are united to the body of the Lord by the spirit of one baptism and one
body of Christ we receive in the communion. We belong to one father, for all who are baptized in the name of the
Father, Son and Holy Spirit are made children of one God. This is one of the beauties of the Catholic Church, that
if you are baptized with the Trinitarian power you will be received and not baptized again if you wish to become a
Catholic for we are one body.

Another Sacrament that assimilates us into one body of the Lord is the Eucharist. God is a merciful Father. He
incorporates us into his body through many channels so we can share from His infinite love. He did this to teach us
when we share our treasure with love the joy of sharing is multiplied. We see this played out in the gospel, and in
the first reading (2 Kings 4:42-44) when Elisha handed twenty loaves to his servant to share among a hundred
people, who ate and had some left over, for the Lord said they shall eat and there shall be leftover. This ancient
prophesy prefigured today’s gospel event (John 6:1-15), where Christ fed about five thousand with five loaves and
two fish. In turn the miracle of loaves prefigured Jesus’ last Supper with his Apostles and in the Eucharist where
he transubstantiates bread into his real body. The Church gave us today’s readings to demonstrate the connection
between ancient prophesy, the miracle of the loaves, the last supper, and Eucharistic transubstantiation. In other
words, the miracles of the loaves are shadows that give way to the Eucharistic banquet in which we celebrate
Christ’s real presence, and receive his real body and blood.

The difference is that in the first reading and gospel, loaves were multiplied into more loaves, but in the last supper
and consecration bread is transubstantiated into the body of Christ. While the miracle of the loaves quenched the
food hunger, Eucharist nourishes us and assimilates us into the body of Christ. As the crowd praised God after the
miracle of the loaves, as well we should receive communion with hearts full of joy, excitement, love and praise.
And as the Lord shared his life with us in the Eucharist we too must share our little treasure with others, for joy
shared is a joy multiplied. Those of us who have the habit of sharing know there is more joy in giving than in
receiving, for a cheerful giver multiplies his joy in the receiver, and the more we share our treasures the louder we
say we are one body.

Father Sam’s Corner
Decimoséptimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Evangelio: Juan 6:1-15

SOMOS UN CUERPO, UN ESPIRITU (Efesios 4:4)

En la segunda lectura de hoy, San Pablo nos dio un resumen de quiénes somos (los cristianos). Somos uno
porque estamos unidos no por la sangre bioldgica sino por un solo espiritu de Dios. Somos un solo espiritu
porque antes estabamos separados del Sefior por nuestro cuerpo pecaminoso, pero ahora estamos unidos al
cuerpo del Sefor por el espiritu de un solo bautismo y un solo cuerpo de Cristo que recibimos en la comunion.
Pertenecemos a un solo padre, porque todos los que son bautizados en el nombre del Padre, del Hijo y del
Espiritu Santo son hechos hijos de un solo Dios. Esta es una de las bellezas de la Iglesia Catolica, que si eres
bautizado con el poder trinitario seras recibido y no seras bautizado nuevamente si deseas convertirte en catdlico
porque somos un solo cuerpo.

Otro Sacramento que nos asimila a un solo cuerpo del Sefior es la Eucaristia. Dios es un Padre misericordioso.
Nos incorpora a su cuerpo a través de muchos canales para que podamos compartir de su amor infinito. Lo hizo
para ensefiarnos que cuando compartimos nuestro tesoro con amor, la alegria de compartir se multiplica. Vemos
esto en el evangelio y en la primera lectura (2 Reyes 4:42-44) cuando Eliseo le dio veinte panes a su sirviente
para que los repartiera entre cien personas, quienes comieron y les sobro, porque el Sefior dijo que comerian y
sobraria. Esta antigua profecia prefiguro el evento evangélico de hoy (Juan 6:1-15), donde Cristo aliment6 a
unos cinco mil con cinco panes y dos peces. A su vez, el milagro de los panes prefiguro la ultima Cena de Jesus
con sus Apostoles y en la Eucaristia donde transubstancia el pan en su cuerpo real. La Iglesia nos ha dado las
lecturas de hoy para demostrar la conexion entre la profecia antigua, el milagro de los panes, la ultima cena y la
transubstanciacion eucaristica. En otras palabras, los milagros de los panes son sombras que dan paso al
banquete eucaristico en el que celebramos la presencia real de Cristo y recibimos su cuerpo y sangre reales.

La diferencia es que en la primera lectura y el evangelio, los panes se multiplicaron en mas panes, pero en la
ultima cena y la consagracion el pan se transubstancio en el cuerpo de Cristo. Mientras que el milagro de los
panes sacio el hambre de comida, la Eucaristia nos nutre y nos asimila al cuerpo de Cristo. Asi como la multitud
alabo a Dios después del milagro de los panes, también nosotros debemos recibir la comunién con corazones
llenos de alegria, emocion, amor y alabanza. Y asi como el Sefior compartio su vida con nosotros en la
Eucaristia, también nosotros debemos compartir nuestro pequeio tesoro con los demas, porque la alegria
compartida es una alegria multiplicada. Aquellos de nosotros que tenemos el habito de compartir sabemos que
hay mas alegria en dar que en recibir, porque un dador alegre multiplica su alegria en el que recibe, y cuanto mas
compartimos nuestros tesoros, mas fuerte decimos que somos un solo cuerpo.
