Father Sam’s Corner
The Ascension of the Lord
Gospel: Matthew 28:16-20

I am with you always, until the end of the age (Matthew 28: 20).

Ascension is the celebration of the glorification of Jesus. Also, Ascension ratifies our belief in eternity of life
and heaven. For if Christ didn’t rise from death it would be hard for us to believe in the resurrection of the
dead. And if Christ didn’t ascend to heaven it would be more difficult to believe in heaven, and/or that life
does not end on earth. Therefore, Ascension is very important in our Journey of faith. Probably, that is one of
the reasons according to today’s first reading that Jesus invited his diciples to Mount Olive to witness his
ascension.

Ascension was Christ’s last event with his disciples after his resurrection. Being the last day their master was
presenting himself alive to them the disciples might have celebrated the occasion with mixed feelings.
Perhaps, as he was talking to them the disciples figured out that they might not see their master again, so they
asked him: “Lord, are you at this time going to restore the kingdom (Jerusalem) to Israel?” (Acts 1:6).
Probably since Jerusalem was still under Roman authority, the disciples saw the restoration of the kingdom to
Israel as the Messiah’s unfinished work. For the disciples (especially the Jews) believe that one important
mission of the Messiah is to restore Jerusalem to Israel. Also, as humans they might be wondering why Jesus
is leaving them while he told them: “T am with you always, until the end of the age” (Matthew 28:20). To
clear the cloud of doubt and fear in his disciples, he ordered them to stay in Jerusalem and pray until the Holy
Spirit descends on them. The promise of the coming of the Holy Spirit inspired great hope in them so as they
were looking intently at the sky when Christ was lifted up they were filled with hope and tears of joy as they
walked back to Jerusalem.

My dear brothers and sisters, Ascension encourages us to always lift our eyes and mind to heaven in the midst
of fear and doubt for our salvation comes from heaven. Also, ascension tells us that focusing on earth and all
its problems brings worries, fear and doubt upon us, but lifting our minds to heaven in prayer brings hope and
tears of joy in the midst of our problems. As Christ urges his disciples today to pray for the coming of the
Holy Spirit, let us ask the same spirit to guide and protect us as we gradually reopen our church and nation.
Let us also ask the Holy Spirit to prepare us to celebrate Him peacefully and joyfully next Sunday.

La Ascension del Senor
Evangelio: Mateo 28:16-20

Estoy contigo siempre, hasta el fin de los tiempos (Mateo 28:20).

La ascension es la celebracion de la glorificacion de Jesus. Ademas, la Ascension ratifica nuestra creencia en la
eternidad de la vida y el cielo. Porque si Cristo no resucitd de la muerte, seria dificil para nosotros creer en la
resurreccion de los muertos. Y si Cristo no ascendiera al cielo, seria mas dificil creer en el cielo, y / o que la vida no
termina en la tierra. Por lo tanto, la Ascension es muy importante en nuestro viaje de fe. Probablemente, esa es una de
las razones seglin la primera lectura de hoy de que Jesus invit6 a sus discipulos al Monte de los Olivos para presenciar
su ascension.

La ascension fue el altimo evento de Cristo con sus discipulos después de su resurreccion. Siendo el ultimo dia que su
maestro se presentaba vivo ante ellos, los discipulos podrian haber celebrado la ocasion con sentimientos encontrados.
Quizas, mientras hablaba con ellos, los discipulos descubrieron que tal vez no volverian a ver a su maestro, por lo que le
preguntaron: "Sefior, ;vas a restaurar el reino (Jerusalén) en este momento a Israel?" (Hechos 1: 6). Probablemente ya
que Jerusalén todavia estaba bajo la autoridad romana, los discipulos vieron la restauracion del reino a Israel como la
obra inacabada del Mesias. Para los discipulos (especialmente los judios) creen que una mision importante del Mesias es
restaurar Jerusalén a Israel. Ademas, como humanos, podrian preguntarse por qué Jesus los deja mientras les dice:
"Estoy con ustedes siempre, hasta el fin de los tiempos" (Mateo 28:20). Para despejar la nube de dudas y temor en sus
discipulos, les orden6 quedarse en Jerusalén y orar hasta que el Espiritu Santo descienda sobre ellos. La promesa de la
venida del Espiritu Santo inspir6 una gran esperanza en ellos, de modo que mientras miraban fijamente al cielo cuando
Cristo fue levantado, se llenaron de esperanza y lagrimas de alegria mientras caminaban de regreso a Jerusalén.

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas, Ascension nos alienta a levantar siempre los ojos y la mente al cielo en medio del
miedo y la duda porque nuestra salvacion viene del cielo. Ademas, la ascension nos dice que enfocarnos en la tierra y en
todos sus problemas trae preocupaciones, miedo y dudas sobre nosotros, pero elevar nuestras mentes al cielo en oracion
trac esperanza y lagrimas de alegria en medio de nuestros problemas. Cuando Cristo exhorta a sus discipulos hoy a orar
por la venida del Espiritu Santo, pidamos al mismo espiritu que nos guie y proteja a medida que abramos gradualmente
nuestra iglesia y nacion. Pidamos también al Espiritu Santo que nos prepare para celebrarlo pacificamente y con alegria
el proximo domingo.
