Tale of Two Stars 

 

 

Two stars arrived in Bethlehem that Christmas Morning. Both are spoken 

of in the Nativity Story in Luke 1 &2. The one that we’re all familiar with is 

the one that guided the wise men from the east to Bethlehem. However, 

Luke 1:78,79 speaks of the arrival that morning of The Bright and Morning 

Star, also called The Sunrise from on High, The Dayspring. 

He arrived that morning specifically “to visit us and to shine His light on 

those who sit in darkness and the shadow of death (that’s us, sisters!), to 

guide our feet in the way of peace.”
