In the past, bow manufacturers have been limited to the degree
of sculpturing possible on the handle section of a bow because of
the amount of wood necessary to retain a good strength margin in
the handle section.

Ernie Root decided that a bow grip could be made more com-
fortable if it could be designed without this limitation or fear of
weakening the handle section; so he decided to do something about
it. He developed a method of reinforcing the handle section with
tempered aluminum reinforcement strips through the complete han-
dle section for strength and resilience. The success of this reinforce-
ment method then made it possible for Root to design the grip with
the shooters comfort his chief concern. One has to but pick up the
Pendulus Supreme to witness this design achievement.

The experienced archer will immediately recognize and appreci-
ate the precise and exacting weight distribution of this bow — the
result of the “four point” stabilizers. Pendulum balance and the
comfort-contoured handle make it “feel right.”

The Pendulus Supreme, a full working recurved bow, is crafted
from exotic imported hardwoods and has a *Micro-Rest adjustable
arrow rest.
