The second loop for the long course
guy's is going to take on an endurance,
scramble type atmosphere that should
keep everyone "busy" the whole way with
"check in, check out" test sections that
will insure homesty. I would plan on
seeing some observation checks in there
to make sure the local guy's don't take
any known short cuts. My best advice for
the long course guy's is: when you get
checked into a section that's going 36
mph, turn your computor off and save the
batteries . .you won't need it anymore!

.why not 36 mph? Indeed . .why not? It's
an effort on our part to reduce the amount
of thinking they'll have to do in that
section . .trust me, they will NOT have to
think about being early!
