The Chinese believe that one’s name can determine his destiny. Hence, much thought is put
into giving names. A Chinese name can reveal much information about a person, such as the
hopes and wishes his elders have for him, his time of birth, the season when he was born, or his
birth order in his family.

At times, siblings may share a common character in their names, to signify that they belong
to a particular generation in that family. For example, vl 4z, AR, and YA & share a common
character (JA) to signify that they belong to the same generation. Unlike Western cultures,
where many individuals are named after their elders, it is a taboo in Chinese culture for one to
be named after an elder. In some cases, even phonetically-similar names are avoided.
