THEMES AND PROMISES  

Week 1 (Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord) 

Theme: The Holy Spirit empowers us to preach repentance and forgiveness of sins. 

Promise: “…you shall receive the power of the Holy Spirit coming upon you, and be witnesses to 
the ends of the world.” (Acts 1:8) 

Week 2 (Pentecost Sunday) 

Theme: The Holy Spirit empowers us to use His gifts to serve for the good of all. 

Promise: “When you send forth your spirit, they are created and you renew the face of the earth.” 
(Ps 104:30) 

Week 3 (Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity) 

Theme: The Holy Spirit empowers us with the Truth of God’s love that has been poured into our 
hearts. 

Promise: “Everything that the Father has is mine…he will take from what is mine and declare it to 
you.” (Jn 16:15) 

Week 4 (Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ (Corpus Christi) 

Theme: The Holy Spirit empowers us to believe the Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist. 

Promise: “As often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the death of the Lord until 
he comes.” (1 Cor 11:26) 

Week 5 (Solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul, Apostles) 

Theme: The Holy Spirit empowers us to proclaim that Jesus is our Lord and Savior. 

Promise: “…the crown of righteousness awaits me, which the Lord will award to me on that day.” (2
