is, go back home and take care of him until he died. Jesus certainly did

not mean that we should refuse to care for others, especially our parents in their old age. His startling
statement, however, made clear that God must always be first in our lives. If we love him above all, then
everything else will fall into its proper place and time.

Jesus surprised his disciples by saying that they must not look back but keep their focus on the goal set
for their lives - full happiness and union with God. A plowman who looked back caused his furrow to be
crooked. Likewise, if we keep looking back to what we left behind, our path in following God will likely go
off course and we will miss what God has for us. When the going is rough or the way ahead looks
uncertain, we are tempted to look back to the "good old days" or to look for "greener turf." Are we
resolved to keep our eyes fixed on Jesus and to "stay the course" in following him to the end? Let us pray:
Take, O Lord, and receive my entire liberty, my memory, my understanding, and my whole will. All that |
am and all that | possess you have given me. | surrender it all to you to be disposed of according to your
will. Give me only your love and your grace - with these | will be rich enough and will desire nothing more.

TSaint of the Week: St. Irenaeus

While information about St. Irenaeus’ life is limited, we do know that he was born in
or near Proconsular Asia in the first half of the second century. However, it is certain
that, while still very young, Irenaeus had seen and heard the holy Bishop Polycarp at
Smyrna. During the persecution of Marcus Aurelius, Irenaeus was a priest of the
Church of Lyons.

The Church is fortunate that Irenaeus was involved in many of its controversies in the
second century. He was a student, well trained no doubt, with great patience in
investigating, tremendously protective of apostolic teaching, but prompted more by a
desire to win over his opponents than to prove them in error.

Feast Day: June 28

As bishop of Lyons he was especially concerned with the Gnostics, who took their name from the Greek
word for “knowledge.” Claiming access to secret knowledge imparted by Jesus to only a few disciples,
their teaching was attracting and confusing many Christians. After thoroughly investigating the various
Gnostic sects and their “secret,” Irenaeus showed to what logical conclusions their tenets led. These he
contrasted with the teaching of the apostles and the text of Holy Scripture, giving us, in five books, a
system of theology of great importance to subsequent times. Moreover, his work, widely used and
translated into Latin and Armenian, gradually ended the influence of the Gnostics.

The circumstances and details about his death, like those of his birth and early life in Asia Minor, are not at
all clear. However in 2022, Pope Francis named Saint Irenaeus a Doctor of the Church.
