FATHER SAM’S CORNER
August 19, 2018

20th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Gospel: John 6:51-58

The Body and Blood of Christ: the Food of Eternal Life

Jesus’s teaching in today’s gospel is one of his messages that challenge the faith of the hearers. The dia-
logue started last Sunday when he proclaimed in the Jewish synagogue: “I am the bread of life that came down
from heaven” (John 6:41). After listening to this message the Jews murmured against him, and many of his follow-
ers got disappointed. We will hear in next Sunday’s gospel how some of his disciples left him after listening to this
message. The rejection of the gospel of “the bread of life” by some of these first receivers of the message showed
that it is not only in our own time that the Christology of the bread of life did not go down well in the ears of some
listeners.

However, Jesus is not discouraged by this rejection, lack of faith and misunderstanding from some of his
audiences. Rather, he continues to explain himself in many ways to enhance our understanding and faith in the
mystery of his body and blood because of the value of this holy food in the salvation of the world. It was an effort to
enrich the faith of his audience that he further explained to them in today’s gospel that he is “the living bread”
which his father (God) sent down from heaven as a replacement for the manna the ancient people of God ate in the
desert (John 6:51). Thus, he told the Jews: “your ancestors ate manna and died but I will give the bread you will
eat and not die,” for “the bread I will give is my flesh for the life of the world” (John 6:51). Jesus thought this
deeper explanation would help them accept the new teaching but they did not. Instead they picked offence against
him, and quarreling among themselves they asked: “how can this man give us his flesh to eat” (John 6:52). They
asked this intimidating question to stop him from talking about this matter further. However, Jesus didn't mind
their condescending questions; he showed them more reasons they should believe in his message by saying, “truly,
truly, unless you eat the flesh of Son of Man and drink his blood, you do not have life within you” (John 6:53-56).
Christ did give his body and blood for his people as the food for the life of the world in the last supper/Eucharistic
banquets as he promised when he blessed the bread and said, “take and eat, this is my body,” and when he blessed
the cup and said “drink, this is my blood” (Mathew 26:26).

What a caring Lord we have? Jesus is a master that fulfills his promises to his people. We are royal peo-
ple of God because we have a God that feeds us with the food of eternal happiness/life in the Eucharist. Jesus is
our savior for he offers us his joy and eternal life (which the world cannot give) in the communion. How lucky we
are that our redeemer—Christ—uses the holy food of his body and blood to prepare us for the resurrection. As we
rejoice for being counted among those called to this supper of the Lamb we must pray that all who have not accept-
ed this message may come to believe that the body and blood of Christ is spiritual food for our salvation.

El Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo: el alimento de la Vida Eterna

Jests en su ensenanza en el Evangelio de hoy que es un mensaje que desafia la Fe de los que escuchan. El
dialogo comenzo el Domingo pasado cuando El dijo a los Judios y sus discipulos “Yo soy el pan de vida que vino del
cielo” mientras ensenaba en la synagoga. Despues de escuchar este mensaje (Juan 6:41). Escuchamos como algunos
de sus discipulos lo dejaron despues de escuchar el proximo mensaje en el Evangelio del Domingo. El rechazo al
Evangelio de “el pan de vida” por algunos de los primeros receptores no es solo mostrado en esa epoca tambien en
nuestro era en que la Cristologia del pan de vida no cae bien a los oidos de algunos escuchas.

Sin embargo, Jesus no se desalienta por este rechazo, la falta de Fe y los malos entendidos de algunos de su
audiencia. A ratos El continua explicandose a si mismo en diversas formas para aclarar nuestro entendimiento y Fe
en el misterio de su cuerpo y su sangre por el valor de este santo alimento en la salvacion del mundo. Era un gran
esfuerzo enriquecer la Fe de los Judios a futuro en el Evangelio actual El es “pan de vida” el cual envio su padre
(Dios) desde el cielo como reemplazo del mana con el cual sus ancestros se alimentaron en el desierto (Juan 6:51).
Sus ancestros comieron el mana y murieron pero ustedes comeran mi pan y no moriran. De hecho “el pan que dare es
mi carne para la vida del mundo” El lo dijo (Juan 6:51). Jesus pensaba que su mas profunda explicacion les ayudaria
a ellos aceptar la nueva ensenanza pero ellos no entendieron. Al instante ellos ofendidos contra El, y murmurando
entre ellos mismo se decian: “como puede este hombre darnos su carne como alimento” (Juan 6:52). Ellos se hacian
esta intimidante pregunta para de alguna forma detener que Jests continuara hablando sobre esto. Sin embargo, a
Jestis no le importaba su pregunta; El les mostraba a ellos mas razones de que deberian creer en su mensaje dicien-
doles, “en verdad, en verdad les digo que ha menos que ustedes coman de la carne del Hijo del Hombre y tomen su
Sangre, no tendran vida eterna sin mi” (Juan 6:53-56). Cristo nos dio su cuerpo y su sangre como alimento de vida al
mundo en el banquete de la ultima cena/Eucaristica tal como nos lo prometio cuando El bendijo el pan y dijo, “tomad
y comed este es mi cuerpo”, y El bendijo la copa y dijo “tomad y bebed esta es mi sangre” (Mate 26:26).

Que tan carinoso es nuestro Senor? JesUs es un maestro que cumple sus promesas a su pueblo. Somos per-
sonas reales porque tenemos un Dios que nos alimenta con su eterna felicidad, vivida en la Eucaristia. Jesis es nues-
tro Salvador quien nos ofrece su alegria y su vida (el cual la vida mundana no la da) en la communion. Cuan afor-
tunados somos que nuestro Redentor—Cristo—uso el santo alimento de su cuerpo y su sangre para prepararnos para
su resurreccion. Como no alegrarnos entre nosostros con ese mensaje de llamarnos a compartir la cena con el
Cordero, deberiamos orar por aquellos quienes no aceptan este mensaje y que crean que el Cuerpo y la Sangre de
Cristo es el alimento de vida para nuestra Salvacion.
