We are thrilled to tell you because of your generosity and support, we 
have been able to assist over 400+ homeless animals in 2016. It also 
has allowed us to assist in helping hundreds of animals get spay/neuter 
surgeries in Swain County this year.

We’ve assisted in providing dog houses, blankets, and hay to animals in 
our community to more than 30 families who could not provide these 
items for their animals. We have also supplied cat and dog food to 
people who were unable to feed their animals. Our objective with our 
community support is to help animals stay in their home by providing 
the items needed to make this a reality.   

We’ve  provided vet care, surgeries, love and a safe haven to  numerous  
cats and dogs this year that came to us with life-threatening injuries 
or illness and ensured that they got the medical care they needed 
and deserved. Read the stories and see pictures of Noel, Merry and 
Chardonnay, which are just a few of the animals that we have recently 
helped.

It’s been a very expensive winter for PAWS. We saw a record amount of 
animals with injuries and illness that needed our help.   We could not 
turn our backs on these animals that needed our help so desperately.

PAWS also assisted in retrieving and transporting to the vet over 40 
cats in order for them to be spayed and neutered. The owner had no 
transportation and was unable to catch the cats on her property, and 
it had gotten out of control. The over population was only going to get 
worse, so PAWS helped get these cats to the vet to be fixed.  
 
We couldn’t do any of this without your help.  It takes a village, and 
we are so happy that you are a huge part of our village. We and the 
animals we’ve saved are forever grateful for your generosity and for 
each donation that has been made to PAWS. Your contribution makes 
a difference to each and every dog and cat that comes through our 
doors. These funds will provide food, shelter, veterinary care, and 
companionship for them.

ANIMAL SPOTLIGHT:
CHARDONNAY

Last November, 
PAWS received a 
call from Smoky 
Mountain Winery 
about a stray cat 
that was hanging 
around outside. 
The manager 
was concerned 

because the cat appeared to 
be injured with a broken tail 
and other issues.  However 
Chardonnay was still able to 
jump up on to the tables outside 
looking for leftover food. When 
poor  Chardonnay arrived at 
PAWS, we immediately took her 
to the vet. This 5-year-old cat had 
an inflamed digestion system 
that had made her very miserable 
and also caused severe inflamed 
areas and irritation. It made 
relieving herself very painful. 
PAWS has been able to reduce 
her irritation to a minimum, but 
she still requires a special diet 
and medicines to keep her from 
becoming sick and inflamed. 
While she will let people pet 
her and will rub or sniff their 
hands, prolonged handling can 
upset her. Chardonnay  would 
benefit and love a home with a 
patient person that can give the 
adjustment time she needs in a 
new environment.
