I. Immigration into the United States

· Immigrants came looking for economic gains and religious and political freedom

· They would soon face serious hardships

· Immigrants adjusted by settling in communities with people of their own ethnic group.
· Assimilation - The process where a group gradually adopts the customs and attitudes of another culture. 
II. Problems Facing Immigrants
· America became a melting pot 

· a mix of different cultures and races who blended together 

· anti-immigrant sentiment existed for not buying in

III. The Rise of Nativism

· Nativism: favoritism toward native-born Americans

· Demanded immigration restrictions

· Disliked Slavs from Eastern Europeans, Latin, and Asiatic races, Catholics and Jews 

· Immigration Act of 1917
· The U.S wanted a literacy test for immigrants

· refused entry for those that could not read 

IV. Anti-Asian Sentiment

· Native-born workers feared loss  of jobs to Chinese immigrants 

· Chinese Exclusion Act passed in 1882

· halted Chinese immigration for ten years 

· In 1902 Chinese immigration was restricted indefinitely

· the law was repealed in 1943

V. The Gentlemen’s Agreement
· San Francisco segregated Japanese children 

· Gentlemen’s Agreement signed by Roosevelt 
· Japan’s gov’t limited emigration of unskilled workers to the US 

· The U.S would repeal San Francisco’s segregation order

VI. The Immigration Act of 1924
· Also known as the Johnson Reed Act 

· Set a quota for immigrants entering the U.S. based on the 1890 census
· National Origins Act 

· Restricted immigration 

· The law limited immigrants from Latin America and Eastern Europe

· Asians were barred indefinitely

· The policy stayed in effect until the 1960s
