Aim: How did Jefferson help the expansion of the United States?


I. The Louisiana Purchase
· The West depended on the Mississippi River and the use New Orleans  

· 1800 Napoleon secured the Louisiana Territory 

· 1802 Americans could not deposit in New Orleans

· Jefferson sent men to negotiate for the purchase of New Orleans

· Napoleon sold the entire territory. 

· America agreed to pay 15 million dollars for the land

· ***Jefferson had many issues with the agreement

· Constitution did not give the gov’t the power to purchase territory

· Jefferson purchased Louisiana under the Presidential power to make treaties

· He used a “loose” interpretation of the Constitution. 

II. Exploration
· Jefferson arranged exploration of the land

· 1804 Lewis and Clark began the exploration 

· They issued optimistic reports and encouraged settlers

III. Impact of the Louisiana Purchase
· The purchase of Louisiana doubled the area of the U.S. 

· A source of wealth to the nation

· It gave the U.S. control of the Mississippi 

· French influence was removed from North America

· It established a precedent for future purchases of territory

IV. The Tripolitan War
· U.S. paid "tribute" to the rulers of the Barbary States to protect them from piracy 
· The Americans had paid $2 million in tribute 
· 1801: Algiers demanded more tribute 

· The pasha of Tripoli cut down the flagpole at the U.S. consulate

· The U.S. refused to pay starting the Tripolitan War

· In 1804, the U.S made advances and by 1805 a treaty was signed

· This brought prestige to the navy

· Jefferson took a militant course

· This was in the nation's best interest

V. Napoleonic Wars: France against Great Britain
· 1803 France and Britain went to war

· Napoleon restricted neutral trade with England

· The British restricted neutral trade with the French-held continent

· Britain’s blockade of the Europe was more successful than France’s

· U.S. was also affected 

· American shippers carried on a prosperous trade with wartime Europe

· The British began to seize American ships

· The Chesapeake-Leopard Affair of 1807

· The British fired on and boarded an American ship

· The American public to demand that Jefferson take revolutionary action
VI. The Embargo Act
· To avoid war Congress passed the Embargo Act in 1807

· This forbade American ships to trade with foreign countries

· By depriving Europe our goods, nations would change their policies toward U.S

· The Embargo caused economic damage to the US

· New England states lost commerce

· A rise unemployment

· Foreign markets were lost for produce

· In 1809 Non-Intercourse Act, repealed the Embargo Act
