Entry Requirements: This is a USBC‐cerƟfied scratch singles tournament (#04075).  All athletes must be 20 years old or younger as 

of August 1, 2017.

Tournament Format:  There will be 4 separate divisions in this tournament; U20 boys, U20 girls, U15 boys, and U15 girls.  The 

age of the bowler on August 1, 2017 will determine his/her eligibility in a division. The format is the same in all divisions, except 

where noted.  Qualifying Round: All athletes will bowl a 5‐game Qualifying Round. The top fiŌy percent (50%) of the bowlers in 

each division, based on the 5‐game series score from the Qualifying Round, will advance to Game 1 of the Championship Round.  

All Ɵes for advancement to the Championship Round will be broken based on the high game(s) rolled in the Qualifying Round.  

Championship Round: The scores from the Qualifying Round will be dropped. The Championship Round will consist of games 

bowled against the remaining field with bowlers “eliminated” aŌer each game.  U20 advancers: Game 2:  the top sixteen (16) U20 

boys and the top eight (8) U20 girls will advance to game 3.  Game 3:  the top eight (8) U20 boys and the top four (4) U20 girls will 

advance to game 4. Game 4:  the top four (4) U20 boys and the top two (2) U20 girls will advance to game 5.  Game 5:  the top two 

(2) U20 boys will advance to game 6 and game 5 is the championship match in the U20 girl’s division.  Game 6: the U20 boy’s cham‐

pionship match.             U15 advancers: The number of advancers to game 2 in the U15 boys and the U15 girls division and any sub‐

sequent Championship Round games will be announced on site based on the number of entries in the U15 divisions. Ties: Ties for 

the final advancing posiƟon in any Championship Round game will be broken by a 9th/10th frame roll‐off.  Placement: Final tourna‐

ment standings in the Championship Round will be based on the score rolled by a bowler in their last Championship Round  game. 

Dress Code/Behavior: A collared shirt, or a mock‐collared shirt made of “Dri‐Mesh” or “Rapid‐Dry” type material is required.   The 

athlete’s name on the shirt is not required. Shirts must be tucked in unless manufactured to be worn outside and the decision of 

the Tournament Director is final.  Pants, capris, skorts, skirts, walking shorts are allowed (index finger minimum length).  Pants 

must be worn at waist level and not touch the floor. No jeans or hats.  Electronic devices (cell phones, entertainment sources) must 

not be in use and turned off during compeƟƟon. Athletes are expected to be professional in appearance, reflecƟng the high caliber 

of scratch tournament bowling anƟcipated.  Abuse of equipment, foul or disrupƟve language/gestures, and/or inappropriate be‐

havior by bowlers or spectators are cause for the non‐refundable dismissal from parƟcipaƟon or aƩendance at this tournament. All 

bowling equipment must meet USBC equipment specificaƟons.  The use of hand powder or any foreign substance on shoes, the 

approach, or on the facility floor or carpet (including Easy‐Slide) is not permiƩed.  Only parƟcipaƟng athletes and officials are per‐

miƩed in the bowling area. 

Empowerment:  The Tournament Manager has the right to refuse any entry.  The athlete, by voluntary parƟcipaƟon in this tour‐

nament, acquiesces to the final authority of the Tournament Manager to interpret and enforce all tournament rules, regulaƟons, 

and procedures.  Any unforeseen or not described situaƟon will be regulated by USBC rules with interpreƟve judgment guided by 

the best interests of youth bowling and this event. 

Scholarship Management: No fewer than one of seven parƟcipants (1:7) in each division will be awarded a scholarship.  100% of 

all collected scholarship funds will be awarded and sent to the USBC SMART Program for management/dispersal. Account #08871.
