recorded in the Gospels of Matthew, Mark, and Luke,
with Matthew offering unique details that deepen our
understanding of this event. Only Matthew includes
the dialogue between Jesus and John the Baptist, high-
lighting Jesus’ deliberate choice to be baptized. Mat-
thew also presents the voice from heaven addressing
the crowd—“This is my beloved Son”—rather than
speaking directly to Jesus, as in Mark and Luke. This
public declaration emphasizes Jesus’ identity and mis-
sion, revealing him as the Son of God to all who wit-
ness the moment. John's baptism, a call to repentance,
foreshadows Christian Baptism. Though Jesus is with-
out sin, he willingly accepts this baptism in solidarity
with sinners, revealing his humility and closeness to
humanity. Matthew contrasts John’s baptism with the
greater baptism Jesus will bring—one of the Holy Spir-
it and fire—pointing to the transformative power of
Christ’s mission. This feast also marks a turning point
in the liturgical year, moving from the Christmas sea-
son into Ordinary Time, as Jesus fully embraces his
identity as God’s Son and begins his public ministry.

B ACKGROUND O N T H E G O s P E L READING
The baptism of Jesus is attested to in the Gospels of Matthew, Mark, and Luke. The account that appears in Matthew is the
only one to include the dialogue between Jesus and John, however. Another difference in Matthew’s presentation of this

event is the announcement made by the voice from heaven, which says, “This is my beloved son . . .” In Mark and Luke, this
voice addresses itself to Jesus: “You are my beloved son . ..” The baptisms that John performs prefigure Christian Baptism.
John baptizes for repentance from sin. In accepting this baptism, Jesus unites himself with all sinners even though he is sin-
less. In Matthew’s Gospel, John the Baptist distinguishes his practice of baptism from the Baptism that the Messiah brings: “I
am baptizing you with water . . . He will baptize you with the holy Spirit and fire” (Matthew 3:11). The baptism of Jesus is an-
other manifestation of Christ, another epiphany. Christ’s baptism inaugurates his mission. In an analogous way, our Baptism
inaugurates our mission as Christians. This Sunday marks a transition from the Christmas season to Ordinary Time. In a way,
today’s feast is the high point of the Christmas season. Before Jesus’ birth, angels announced to Mary and to Joseph who Jesus
would be. At his birth, the shepherds and the Magi recognize Jesus as the Messiah. At his baptism, Jesus accepts that he is
God’s son and inaugurates that mission.
