What is a plenary indulgence?

An indulgence, as the Catechism of the Catholic Church
explains, is the remission (pardoning) before God of the
temporal punishment for sins already forgiven through
confession and absolution. While the sins are forgiven
through confession, the punishment remains. In short,
plenary indulgence allows the soul to return to the state
it was in when it was baptized. This is achieved through
the Church when a Christian faithful fulfills certain con-
ditions. It is important to note that indulgences can be
obtained either for oneself or for the soul of a deceased
person, but never for someone living. In addition, there
are partial and plenary indulgences.

Pope Paul VI highlighted that gaining indulgences, par-
ticularly for the souls in purgatory, is a significant ex-
pression of charity and a way to focus on the spiritual
realm.

How can I gain a Plenary Indulgence?

Remember that you can only gain one plenary indul-
gence a day, and there are four ways to do this.
Meditating on the Way of the Cross: You can gain a
plenary indulgence by personally praying the Way of the
Cross or by joining your piety to that of the Supreme
Pontiff, either in person or through the media.

Praying the Holy Rosary: You should pray it with devo-
tion in a church, oratory, in a family, in a religious com-
munity or in an association of the faithful. It is required
to pray at least a quarter of the Rosary in a row and
meditate on the mysteries.

Eucharistic Adoration: Visit the Blessed Sacrament for
at least half an hour to adore it. You may also recite the
hymn “Tantum ergo” after the Mass of the Lord’s Supper
on Holy Thursday.

Reading or listening to Sacred Scripture: Read Sacred
Scripture with veneration for at least half an hour or
listen to it through an audio or video device.

To gain the plenary indulgence, it is necessary to
fulfill four additional conditions: confession of sins,
receiving Holy Communion and praying for the in-
tentions of the Holy Father.

<Que es una indulgencia plenaria?

La indulgencia, explica el Catecismo de la Iglesia Catoli-
ca, es la remisién (indultando) ante Dios de la pena tem-
poral por los pecados ya perdonados mediante la confe-
sién y la absolucién. Aunque los pecados se perdonan
mediante la confesion, el castigo permanece. En resu-
men, la indulgencia plenaria permite que el alma regrese
al estado en que estaba al ser bautizada.

Esto se logra a través de la Iglesia cuando un fiel cumple
ciertas condiciones. Es importante destacar que las in-
dulgencias pueden obtenerse tanto para uno mismo co-
mo para el alma de un difunto, pero nunca por alguien
vivo. Ademas, existen indulgencias parciales y plenarias.

El Papa Pablo VI destac6 que obtener indulgencias, par-
ticularmente por las almas del purgatorio, es una expre-
sion significativa de caridad y una manera de centrarse
en el reino espiritual.

¢Como ganar una Indulgencia Plenaria?

Recuerden que solo se puede ganar una indulgencia
plenaria al dia, y hay cuatro maneras de hacerlo.
Meditar el Via Crucis: Puedes obtener una indulgencia
plenaria rezando personalmente el Via Crucis o uniendo
tu piedad al que realiza el Sumo Pontifice, ya sea en per-
sona o a través de los medios de comunicacién.

Rezar el Santo Rosario: Debes rezarlo con devocion en
una iglesia, oratorio, en familia, en comunidad religiosa
o en una asociacion de fieles. Se requiere rezar al menos
una cuarta parte del Rosario seguido y meditar en los
misterios.

Adoracion Eucaristica: Visitar el Santisimo Sacramento
durante al menos media hora para adorarlo. También
puedes recitar el himno «Tantum ergo» después de la
Misa de la Cena del Sefior el Jueves Santo.

Leer o escuchar las Sagradas Escrituras: Leer la Sagra-
da Escritura con veneracion durante al menos media
hora, o escucharla a través de un aparato de audio o
video.

Para ganar la indulgencia plenaria, es necesario
cumplir tres condiciones adicionales: ir a confesar-
se, recibir la Sagrada Comunién y orar por las in-
tenciones del Santo Padre.
