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God has a Perfect Hatred – Yes, that’s the exact word & concept revealed in Scripture by God about Himself, (like it or not). We cannot pick & choose what we want to believe (or not believe) about God, just because it makes us uncomfortable, nor can we ignore the “whole counsel of God”. In fact we will have a more balanced understanding of God’s love against the backdrop of His hatred. It is not true that He hates the sin, but loves the sinner”. While that may appeal to us as humans in our perspective, it does not change the fact the God both hates & loves the sinner. Sin does not abstractly exist apart from the person choosing to transgress against a Holy & Just God. (see those attributes to understand this further). There is no sin that exists (a lie, adultery, stealing, blasphemy…) that can be hated apart from being associated, represented & embodied in the sinner. He certainly has the sovereign right to hate, as seen in the following verses revealing who & what is “hated,” an abomination and detestable to Him.
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Also observe the proper context of who, what, when, where, how & why “we” should hate.
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However, we still have the God given responsibility to love all people enough to share the gospel with them.
