Wisdom or Foolishness 

 
How do you want to be remembered in life: as wise, or foolish?  
 
Wisdom or foolishness: which of the two do we possess? 
 
The option of being wise or foolish is in the grasp of man. Not because of 
some innate ability, but because of choices. The apostle Paul said, “Look 
therefore carefully how ye walk, not as unwise, but as wise; redeeming 
the time, because the days are evil. Wherefore be ye not foolish but 
understand what the will of the Lord is” (Ephesians 5:15-17). There are a 
number of Hebrew and Greek terms, or words that are translated 
wisdom in the English language. Under the various terms, wisdom is 
defined as, “the insight into the true nature of things; the ability to 
discern modes of action with a view to their results; while (some) are 
theoretical, (others) practical" (Lightfoot). In some cases, the terms are 
translated as “prudence,” i.e., “denotes practical wisdom, prudence in 
the management of affairs.” (Continued, pg. 2)

I. Exercising Wisdom When Distressed: 
 A. Eccl. 2:14 – “The wise man's eyes are in his head, 

and the fool walketh in darkness: and yet I 
perceived that one event happeneth to them all.” 

 B. Eccl. 7:14 – “In the day of prosperity be joyful, 
and in the day of adversity consider; yea, God 

hath made the one side by side with the other…”

man who trusts him.

 A. Dan. 5:22 – “The Most High God ruleth in the 

kingdom of men” 
 B. Isa. 57:1-2 – And in some cases the righteous 

perish from the earth. 
 C. Psa. 34:1-22 – Jehovah, a provider and deliverer. 

 D. 3 Jn. 1:2 – “I pray that in all things thou mayest 
prosper and be in health, even as thy soul 
prospereth.” 

 E. 1 Thess. 5:17 – “pray without ceasing”  
 

Solomon Says 
 

They that forsake the law praise the wicked; 

But such as keep the law contend with them. 
Proverbs 28:4 
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As Jesus advanced in wisdom, we also have that option. Which one will 
you choose: the wise or the foolish? If it is wisdom that you seek, 
consider the words of Solomon, of whom Jehovah said, “I have given 
thee a wise and an understanding heart; so that there hath been none 
like thee before thee, neither after thee shall any arise like unto thee” 
(1 Kings 3:12). For Solomon says, “Wisdom crieth aloud in the street; 
She uttereth her voice in the broad places; She crieth in the chief place 
of concourse; At the entrance of the gates, In the city, she uttereth her 
words: How long, ye simple ones, will ye love simplicity? And scoffers 
delight them in scoffing, And fools hate knowledge? Turn you at my 
reproof: Behold, I will pour out my spirit upon you; I will make known 
my words unto you. Because I have called, and ye have refused; I have 
stretched out my hand, and no man hath regarded; But ye have set at 
nought all my counsel, And would none of my reproof: I also will laugh 
in [the day of] your calamity; I will mock when your fear cometh; When 
your fear cometh as a storm, And your calamity cometh on as a 
whirlwind; When distress and anguish come upon you. Then will they 
call upon me, but I will not answer; They will seek me diligently, but 
they shall not find me: For that they hated knowledge, And did not 
choose the fear of Jehovah: They would none of my counsel; They 
despised all my reproof. Therefore, shall they eat of the fruit of their 
own way, And be filled with their own devices. For the backsliding of 
the simple shall slay them, And the careless ease of fools shall destroy 
them. But whoso hearkeneth unto me shall dwell securely, And shall 
be quiet without fear of evil” (Prov. 1:20-33)
