Over the years our event has grown into venue spaces that have included Bally’s Casino Hotel, The Claridge
Hotel and the Pier Shops at Caesars Hotel. Today we rest comfortably in the historic Showboat Hotel.

Thursday, September 19. 2019, the Secretary of the State of New Jersey Tahesha Way will welcome students
from across the region that will compete in the Student Design Competition. Secretary Way introduced
students to the States Business Action Center and discuss services that are offered. This season will include
students from Atlantic County Institute of Technology, Stockton University, Brookdale College, Moore
College of Design and Lacey Township High School and Burlington County Institute of Technology.

On Friday, we return to the Showboat for our showcase of Ready to Wear and Children Designers. This
season we will feature several designers from New Jersey including Devin Parkins from Somerset, New Jersey
and E Daniel Reeves from Lakewood, New Jersey

On Saturday, we will showcase Couture and Avant Garde creations and boast an international list of
designers. Our Couture showcase will include designers from France, Tibet, India and Taiwan.

“It’s not American Fashion
Week, it’s not USA Fashion Week, we
are not going to do like the pageants who
came in, did their thing and they ran off
somewhere else. We want to give back
to the community of Atlantic City and
give them something that they can take
ownership of and do it annually. We are
committed to that”.
