Driving Instructions to Parks Bluff Campground

Kansas City, Missouri to Lesterville:

St.

Take Hwy 50 East to Jefferson City

Take Hwy 63 South out of Jefferson City to Rolla

Take Hwy 72/32 toward Salem,

Stay on Hwy 72/32 out of Salem

Hwy 72 cuts off to the right toward Bunker

Take 72 through Bunker until it runs into Hwy 21

Turn left onto Hwy 21 and continue through Centerville into Lesterville.

Just as you come into Lesterville look for Parks Bluff Campground sign on
right (located beside the Fire House). Turn right next to our sign, go 1/2
block and stop at the large beige building with Parks Bluff Campground
printed on the side.

Louis, Missouri to Lesterville:

Take I-55 South to Highway 67 South.

Stay on Hwy 67 South to the Columbia Street/Hwy 221 exit
Take Columbia Street/Hwy 221 exit and go right
Approximately 9 miles past Doe Run, Hwy 221 will turn left
Follow Hwy 221 to the town of Pilot Knob.

Turn left onto Hwy 21 South at Pilot Knob.

Follow the signs to Lesterville.

Once in Lesterville turn left at our sign (located beside the Fire House). Go
1/2 block and stop at the large beige building with Parks Bluff Campground
printed on the side.



Cape Girardeau, Missouri to Lesterville:

e Take Hwy 72 out of Cape Girardeau through Jackson & Fredericktown into
Ironton

e Inlronton Hwy 72 will join Hwy 21.
e Make a right onto Hwy 72/21 next to the Clark Station.
e Continue on Hwy 72/21, following the signs to Lesterville

e In Lesterville turn left at the school (look for Parks Bluff Campground Sign).
Go 1/2 block and stop at large building with Parks Bluff Campground sign
on the side.

Springfield, Missouri to Lesterville

e Take 44 east to Rolla.

e Take Hwy 72 to Salem, then continue on Hwy 72/32 out of Salem

e 72 cuts off to the right going to Bunker (approx. 12 miles).

e Take 72 through Bunker until it runs into Hwy 21.

e Turn left onto Hwy 21 and continue through Centerville into Lesterville.

e Just as you come into Lesterville look for Parks Bluff Campground sign on
right (next to Lesterville Fire House). Turn right next to our sign, go 1/2
block and stop at the large beige building with Parks Bluff Campground
printed on the side.
