As Discussed:
· LBSA- repayment for the newly installed UV disinfection system. Paragraph 13 in the Amended Wastewater Transportation and Treatment Agreement dated April, 3rd, 2002 covers capital improvements and cost configurations between the two Authorities. A New Line item shall be placed on Lilly Borough’s Sewer Authorities monthly invoicing until the current loan is satisfied. 
· Shuniak-Hearing presided by Judge Creany-Mr. Shuniak was given 60 days to tap into the CMSA sanitary sewer main, in accordance to the CMSA Rules and Regulations. Currently Mr. Shuniak had tapped into a private lateral.

· Waksmunski-tap transfer-Delinquent account. Solicitor to send letter of correspondence to Mr. Waksmunski explaining his current situation and to apply remedies for his delinquencies.
Motion made by Dennis Beck 2nd Rita Butterbaugh to give Mr. Waksmunski a 30 days’ notice to waive his tap and in exchange CMSA will exonerate the delinquencies due on his account, 445W, and to exonerate all future bills for that parcel, until potable water is once again being used under pressure.  Roll call, all in favor, Motion passed.
· Jamestown Rod and Gun Club- Developers Agreement needs to be signed.

· Easements- The Lilly Borough Water Authority water and Central Mainline Sewer Authority sewer lines were all laid in the township’s right of way.
