Program summary:
 Those who study and work with children with language disorders are all too familiar with the challenges facing this population.  Regardless of the underlying disorder, these children often have an amalgam of weaknesses in both language and cognitive domains, which are likely to impact comprehension and production of spoken and written discourse.  Moreover, many such children struggle with conversational and social competence, which can be viewed through various lenses, not least of which is theory of mind (ToM)—the knowledge that people have thoughts, feelings, and beliefs which motivate behavior.  Among the many factors that appear to be related to ToM, language and, particularly, mental state language, may provide a window into the challenges many children face with understanding the feelings, thoughts, and beliefs of others, whether in personal or literary contexts.  Understanding the language – ToM relationship is useful not only to enhance knowledge of ToM development among typical learners and those with communication disorders, but to inform clinical practice.  Targeting mental state language as a specific component of therapy concerning lexical, syntactic, and pragmatic concerns may have far reaching effects in that the improvement of language itself may provide a “missing link” for ToM outcomes. 

This aim of this session is to describe various aspects of mental state language, review the relevant literature concerning language-theory of mind correlations, and discuss a range of applications to clinical work.
