Theme: Humility.  
It is not easy to find a market for the value called humili-
ty. Humankind has achieved so much during the last few 
decades! Perhaps humility is misunderstood. Persons 
with an identity crisis and unsure of themselves are not 
necessarily humble in the Christian sense! 
Christians should develop themselves to their full po-
tentiality, but always seeing themselves as God's part-
ners. Covenant-partnership with God the Creator of the 
universe is an ancient Bible concept. It is Hebrew wis-
dom, which Christians inherited from their Jewish breth-
ren. With them they see it as divine wisdom. 
God has designed human beings as his coworkers. He 
gave us the raw material. We mold it for our own and 
our neighbor's benefit. And whenever we achieve great 
things, we pray humbly! "Not to us, O Lord, not to us 
but to your name give glory" (Ps 115), and in fairness we 
give credit to those who contributed to our success! 
"The lowly" and "the poor in spirit" of today's Bible 
readings should be understood as Christians who are 
fully aware that they have no righteousness of their 
own. They see their talents and achievements as God-
given, whether they are materially poor or Not 
 

FIRST READING Zep 2:3; 3:12-13 
[Seek the Lord] 
This reading from Zephaniah leads up to the theme of 
the Gospel, Jesus' Sermon on the Mount. In Judah, "a 
nation without shame," there is a remnant of faithful 
servants of Yahweh. They are called "the remnant of 
Israel." In this remnant, the prophet addresses all of us: 
"All you humble of the earth, who have observed his 
law." Humility is a Christian virtue and a condition to be 
considered "blessed," as explained in the Gospel. 
 
SECOND READING 1 Cor 1:26-31 
[Boast in the Lord] 
Paul addresses the slaves and longshoremen" of Cor-
inth: "God chose the foolish of the world to shame the 
wise." Christ's special concern for the deprived implies a 
lesson for those who are going by the wisdom of this 
world, which is pride. Paul stresses: "It is due to [God] 
that you are in Christ See yourself as related to God in a 
sacred partnership (covenant) and then there will be no 
boasting before
