I, Natalie Smith, write today to let you know that I am willing to appear at any parish to simply 

tell my story on how and why I founded Vocations Placement. (I can appear via Zoom or 

prerecorded message.) I am also willing to have Catholic Evangelism meetings at any Catholic 

Church, religious community, college campus, during spiritual and youth retreats, or anywhere 

else. Catholics could invite others, including Protestants and non-Christians. I could also talk 

about and answer questions on Catholic vocations. This can also be done via Zoom. I have 

personally appeared on EWTN three times, and our vocations ministry has appeared and is still 

appearing regularly on EWTN promoting vocations.

By way of background, my story: As a child, I was raised with unbelievers. At age 17 a friend 

told me about Jesus. I was a Pentecostal from age 18-36. From ages 25-36, I went door to door. I 

also preached to high school students and adults in the streets, I cooked, cleaned, and cared for 

the children of mothers who were sick or dying at no charge, and worked in the church nursery. 

At age 36, I had an experience of Jesus in the Eucharist and immediately became Catholic. At 38 

years old, I founded the Lay Cistercians of South Florida. In 2001, at age 40, I founded 

Vocations Placement, a nonprofit, helping Catholic men and women become monks, nuns, and 

priests which is still active today.  Approximately 1900 men and women to date have reported 

applying/entering thus far.
