We had 2 water lines freeze in town, one
resident and one business. Tom Valerius spoke with Tom Hoppe from Oak Electric
regarding the well house, we will be getting a quote regarding this repair from when the
hydrants were flushed and breaker kept kicking out. The inspector came out to look at it
and he gave us the okay to change out from 100amp to 200 amp if necessary. Tom will
be taking more water samples from the ponds this month and he would like some snow
removed by the ponds so he can get to them.
