Pare Construction Ltd in the amount of $62,781.60 less fuel costs once the Reeve and
Deputy Reeve inspect the road after construction is complete. Carried.

Councillor John Ray declared a Conflict of Interest and left the building as he
was included as an Appellant in the Assessment Appeals sent to the Board of
Revision.

Urban: That the Council acknowledges the following decisions of the Board
of Revision:

Background: The owners of the SW 15-10-10-2 and in a separate case the SW 2-
11-10-2 presented the Administrator with a lease agreement for the purpose of
securing a tax exemption on their residence pursuant to Section 293 of the
Municipalities Act.

Decision: The opinion of the Board of Revision is that the exemption rules are not
being met by the Appellants. The Board concurred that the “Declaration of Land
Owned and Leased” along with section 293 of the Municipalities Act means that the
person leasing the land must be actively farming the lands, not sub leasing it. In both
cases it was determined that the Appellants were leasing the lands from their fathers
and leasing it back to their fathers to farm it or rent it out to someone else to farm it.

Popowich:  That the Council approved the expansion of the dugout located on the
SW 15-10-10-2.
