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The pohutukawa was drawn and recorded by Sir 

Joseph Banks on Captain Cook’s first voyage. 

Since 1964 New Zealand Post has made extensive 

use of the pohutukawa tree and flowers on its 

Christmas stamp designs. Over the years there have 

been other philatelic material released which are 

things to extend a collection. 

A booklet with the overseas mail rate was released in 

1996 with a lovely pictorial cancellation, and in 

2006 another booklet with stylised flowers. 

A more unusual piece of philatelic material was 

issued in 2003 - an aerogramme with prepaid 

postage for within New Zealand.

Many miniature sheets have been released, usually in 

association with an exhibition, either here in New 

Zealand or overseas.  Shown here is the one for 

celebrating Whangarei Philatelic Society’s 50th 

anniversary.  

Now there is an extra dimension to things you can 

collect with the introduction of the Open class. For 

example, postcards on your chosen subject with a 

novel twist like the one shown of the Pohutukawa Bar 

in central Auckland, and an envelope with Auckland 

City Council’s logo.
