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President’s Message 

I have received several complaints regarding slow play in our tournaments.  It is particularly 
distracting to the players in the group behind slow players. 
 
The responsibility for maintaining a good pace of play belongs with the player.  Players in the first 
group in the field should play efficient golf.  Players in the following groups should keep up with the 
group in front to avoid a pace of play issue.  If a group falls behind on one hole, they are expected 
to play efficient golf and get back into position.  This might mean playing ready golf for a hole or two 
and doing continuous putting, both of which are allowed in stroke play. 
Players are expected to manage their time efficiently in between shots, be ready to play when it’s 
their turn, determine club selection and yardage while others are playing (rather than waiting to do 
so when it is their turn to play) and keep pace with the group in front and ignore the group behind.   
 
There were a couple of issues with the scorecards in the two man better ball tournament this 
month.  One team changed the handicap on their scorecard and turned in the card to Kevin who 
posted that score.  Under no circumstance is a player allowed to change a handicap on a 
scorecard, if there is a question regarding the handicap posted on a scorecard in a tournament, it 
should be brought up to the tournament director and verified by the handicap chairman, then and 
only then can a change in the score be adjusted.   
 
The second issue was a mistake in giving a stroke on a hole that was not supposed to be given, 
making the team score lower than it should have been. It is the responsibility of the player to sign, 
date and verify the scorecard prior to turning the scorecard in to the scorekeeper.  No scores are 
certified until the tournament director or a designated person authorized by the tournament director 
reviews the scorecards and verifies that the score is accurate.   
 
In the future any scorecards that are signed and turned into the scorekeeper that are determined to 
be wrong will be subject to disqualification. 
 
We had some people state that they were unable to get the tee times on line.  The men’s club has 
a new and improved web site elpradomensclub.com , the old web site ends .org.  soon they will 
be combined.  The new web site will allow members to be able to interact with board of directors 
and the membership, have pictures of men’s club activities and more.  Go on line and let us know 
what you think or any suggestions to improve it.
