District per the request of Dinghy’s LLC. The Planning Commission will review the Attorney’s
recommendations at the September meeting (third Wednesday of each month). Public Hearing
September 14, 2020 at 6:00pm will be held in the Veterans’ Park Pavilion. This hearing is to review
survey input and get additional public input for the purpose of RRC (Re-development Ready
Communities).
